6.	ADMINISTRATIVE RULES — Dale Williams and Grayson Ardies
A.	The Commission will consider adopting the proposed rule changes to the Oklahoma Administrative Code, Chapter 15, Title 25, OAC GRANT PROGRAM. The rules set forth the requirement for participation in the various grant programs administered by the Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission, and to establish the procedures to be followed by the Commission in the administration and enforcement of its duties under Title 3, Oklahoma Statutes, section 81-93 and Title 68, Oklahoma Statutes, section 6003.1.

B.	The Commission will consider adopting the proposed rule changes to the Aircraft Pilot and Passenger Protection Act (State Statute Section 120.1 of Title 3). The rules set the requirements and procedures to be followed by the Commission in the administration and enforcement of its duties regarding the construction of a structure in the vicinity of a public-use airport and notification to military airports in the state of Oklahoma.
