CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS — Dale Williams
A. The Commission will consider amending state grant SNL-10-FS for Shawnee Regional Airport. The state grant was approved on August 12, 2010, for the “Realignment of the South Portion of the Parallel Taxiway System, Overlay the North Portion of the Taxiway System, and Install Taxiway Lights.” The amendment will increase the state grant amount by $289,440 (90%) and requires $32,160 (10%) of sponsor matching funds.

B. The Commission will consider amending state grant OJA-11-FS for the Thomas P. Stafford Airport located in Weatherford. The state grant was approved on October 10, 2010 to “Extend, Mark and Light Runway 17, Widen the Parallel Taxiway System, and Install Taxiway Lights.” The amendment will increase the state grant amount by $739,356 (90%) and requires $82,151 (10%) of sponsor matching funds.

THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM — Dale Williams 

The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2011 project for Bartlesville Municipal Airport. The proposed projects will be funded 100% by Phillips Petroleum excise tax credits. The tax credits were previously approved under Section 6003.1 Title 68 before it was repealed. The following are the proposed projects.

A.
Deer Fencing.  The City is proposing to construct 1,250 feet of 7 ft. chain link fence.  

Estimated cost: $50,000  

B.
T-Hangars. The City is proposing to construct T-hangars to replace existing T-hangars that have drainage and structural concerns.

Estimated cost for the equipment: $750,000 

C.
Parallel Taxiway. The City is proposing to reconstruct 1,260 ft. of parallel taxiway Alfa. The majority of the funding for this project will be with federal NPE funds.

Estimated cost: $600,000
