OKLAHOMA AEROSPACE SUMMIT & EXPO SPONSORSHIP—Kevin Jones
The Commission will consider approving a sponsorship in an amount up to $5,000 for the 2010 Oklahoma Aerospace Summit & Expo, scheduled for June 1-4 in Oklahoma City.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS — Dale Williams

A.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant, contingent upon receipt of a completed grant application, for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Wiley Post Airport. The proposed project consists of the installation of an Instrument Landing System (ILS) and approach lights at runway 35R end. The total project cost is $3,124,700. To date, a portion of the engineering, survey and equipment development has been funded with $688,317 of Commission-approved excise tax credits. This grant application is for $1,733,174 of Commission-approved excise tax dedication funds. The Airport Trust is providing the 10% required match ($192.575) for the excise tax dedication funds and any remaining project costs (approximately $510,634).

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Shawnee Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of constructing a new terminal building. The total project cost is $965,645 and will be funded with $275,000 (29%) State grant funds and $690,645 (71%) of City funds. Funding for a terminal building projects is 50% / 50% with $275,000 the maximum contribution by the State.

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Eaker Field (Durant). The proposed project is the final construction phase to realign the parallel taxiway system, improve runway safety area, and relocate the runway lights. The total project cost is $2,287,822. The Commission’s share is $57,195 (2.5%), the City’s share is $57,196 (2.5%) and the federal share is $2,173,431 (95%). The Commission is providing half the City’s required federal match.

THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM — Dale Williams 

The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-Year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2010 project for Kingfisher Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of constructing a 2,800 ft. x 60 ft. paved runway and connecting taxiway at the existing airport. The estimated project cost is $800,000 and will be funded 50% Commission ($400,000 maximum) and 50% City of Kingfisher.

CENTER FOR AEROSPACE SUPPLIER QUALITY (CASQ) PROGRAM UPDATE AND CONTRACT APPROVAL —Kevin Jones and Victor Bird
The Commission will receive an update on the latest issues involving CASQ, including congressional delegation earmark requests for funding submitted to Sen. Inhofe and Congressmen Cole and Boren. The Commission will also consider approving OAC entering into a contract with the Oklahoma Department of Commerce that will provide federal Department of Labor grant funding for CASQ. The contract will provide $100,000 to train 20 Oklahoma aerospace companies how to effectively compete for federal contracts that are awarded annually by the Department of Defense and its prime contractors. The period for completing this training is 12 months, from March 1, 2010, through Feb. 28, 2011.
