THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM — Dale Williams 
A.
The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-Year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2010 project for Bartlesville Municipal Airport. The proposed projects will be funded 100% by Phillips Petroleum excise tax credits. The tax credits were previously approved under Section 6003.1 Title 68 before it was repealed. The following are the proposed projects with justification and costs:

i. Anti-Ice/Deice Applicator.  This equipment is a truck bed mount type apparatus and can be utilized to mitigate ice formation or to expedite ice removal from the airfield pavement. With the recent completion of the concrete runway overlay and destructive nature of conventional ice and snow removal (utilizing salt), the City desires to purchase ice/snow equipment that will minimize deterioration to the concrete pavement. Only FAA-approved liquid chemicals will be utilized with this applicator.  Estimated cost: $25,000.  

ii. Fire Fighting Equipment.  Recently an airport tenant purchased a 2009 Rosenbauer Airwolf C-2 quick response Aircraft Rescue Fire Fighting (ARFF) vehicle for the airport. In order to support this equipment, the City needs to purchase radios, a notifyer system, SCBAs, cylinders, haz-mat spill kits and associated equipment. All equipment will be housed at the airport. Personnel from the airport and Bartlesville Fire Department have completed 40 hours of training with others in the emergency response community, such as police and EMS, and have completed an 8-hour training course for the ARFF vehicle. Estimated cost: $30,000.
iii. Precision Approach Survey and ILS Analysis.  One of the City of Bartlesville’s goals for the airport is to install an instrument landing system (ILS) for both ends of Runway 17/35.  An ILS enables existing and new users of the airport to operate during low ceiling and low visibility conditions, provides a regional location for pilots to re-certify for ILS approaches and landings, and provides a better facility to attract air-based industry to the recently acquired Sunset Industrial Park, which is a 144-acre tract – formerly a golf course – located adjacent to and east of the airport property. To facilitate this improvement, an obstacle survey is needed in accordance to the FAA’s Advisory Circular 150/5300.  Estimated cost: $85,000.

The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-Year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2011 project for Kingfisher Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of constructing approximately 2,800 ft. x 60 ft. paved runway at the existing airport. The estimated construction cost is $800,000 and will be funded 50% Commission ($400,000 maximum) and 50% City of Kingfisher ($400,000).
