7.
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS — Dale Williams
A.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at R. L. Jones Airport (Tulsa). The proposed project consists of the rehabilitation of the taxilanes in the northwest, northeast and southwest hangar areas and the rehabilitation of taxiways Zulu and Bravo. The total project cost is $1,693,190. The Commission’s share is $42,317, the City’s share is $42,819 ($501 ineligible costs) and the federal share is $1,693,190. The Commission is providing half the City’s required federal match.

B.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Guymon Regional Airport. The proposed project consists of microsurfacing runway 17/35. The total project cost is $215,790. The Commission’s share is $194,211 the City’s share is $21,579.

C.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Shawnee Regional Airport. The proposed project consists of realignment of the south portion on the parallel taxiway system and asphalt overlay the north section of the parallel taxiway system, as well as the installation of taxiway lights. Additionally, this project will fund the design and the FAA Memorandum of Agreement for runway 17/35 safety area improvements. The total project cost is $3,073,368. The Commission’s share is $125,000, the City’s share is $80,000 and the federal share is $2,867,405. The Commission is providing half the City’s required federal match.

D.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Guthrie-Edmond Regional Airport. The proposed project consists of construction of approximately 250 ft. of access taxiway to the north of taxiway Delta. This project also includes miscellaneous drainage, electrical lighting and signage. The total project cost is $328,498. The Commission’s share is being funded with $295,648 of excise tax dedication funds and the City’s share is $32,850.

E.
The Commission will consider accepting a system planning grant offer from the FAA, which is contingent upon the Commission receiving a grant offer from FAA. The Commission and the FAA continue work together in an effort to improve the Oklahoma airports system through disciplined airport planning and programming that is consistent with FAA’s capital planning processes. This grant will fund tasks relating to the capital planning process, airport information management activities, pavement management program, self-certification program and environmental inventory pilot project. The federal grant amount requested is $318,204 and requires a match of 5 percent from the Commission, which will be provided by in-kind work approved by FAA.

AMERICAN RECOVERY & REINVESTMENT ACT OF 2009 SECTION 1201 UPDATE—Dale Williams

The Commission will be briefed about the Section 1201 Certification of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009. As part of the Certification, the State identified $7,955,000 of planned expenditures between Feb. 17, 2009, and Sept. 30, 2010, for projects that are typically funded by the Federal Aviation Administration’s “Grants-in-Aid for Airports” program (Airport Improvement Program).

AIRCRAFT PILOT & PASSENGER PROTECTION ACT ADMINISTRATIVE RULES—Dale Williams

The Commission will consider approving the proposed emergency rules for the Aircraft Pilot and Passenger Protection Act (State Statute Section 120.1 of Title 3). The rules set the requirements and procedures to be followed by the Commission in the administration and enforcement of its duties regarding the construction of a structure in the vicinity of a public-use airport and notification to military airports in the state of Oklahoma. The law will become effective on Oct. 1, 2010.

AIRPORT INSPECTION SERVICES CONTRACT—Dale Williams

The Commission will consider the approval of the FY 2011 Airport Inspection Services contract with Southern Illinois University Carbondale (SIUC), in conjunction with GCR & Associates, Inc. (GCR) The contract will allow the Commission to continue to participate in FAA’s Airport Safety Data Collection program (5010 program). This contract will reimburse the Commission $550 per inspection at 45 public use airports, with FAA funds through SIUC/GCR.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE—Treasure Tytenicz and Victor Bird
The Commission will receive an overview of bills that were passed this last session by the Oklahoma Legislature that affect the aerospace industry, as well as on the federal FAA Reauthorization Bill. The Commission will also be briefed on upcoming interim studies that will be held by the Legislature this fall, and status of engineering tax credits.

AVIATION EDUCATION PROGRAM—Treasure Tytenicz

A.
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for KISS Institute for Practical Robotics. The contract will provide 50% of funding for 15 teams to participate in the Botball Educational Robotics Program. OAC would provide $1,250, while each of the 15 teams would be responsible for the additional $1,250. Approximately 800 students will participate in the 2010 competition. The requested amount is $18,750 and staff recommendation is for the full amount of $18,750. Steve Goodgame, executive director, will give brief comments regarding the program.

B.
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for the Stafford Air and Space Museum. The contract will provide funding for a “Careers in Aerospace” exhibit that will reach approximately 20,000 students who visit the museum each year.  The requested amount is $10,000 and staff recommendation is to provide the full amount of $10,000. Education Director Tami Martyn will provide brief comments.

Action Required

C.
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for STARBASE Oklahoma Inc. for their STEM Enrichment Through Aerospace Education Program.  The program will serve approximately 1,800 students in grades 5-8. The majority of the contract will provide computers and smart boards for cadets in training. Cadets will be introduced to engineering through aerospace design projects. The requested amount is $30,000 and staff recommendation is for the full amount of $30,000. Director Pam Kirk will provide brief comments.

D.
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education grant for Metro Technology Center Aviation Campus and FAA Mike Monroney Aeronautical Center. The grant will provide materials, including student kits, for their Aviation Career Education (ACE) Camp.  Approximately 60 students will participate in the ACE Camp, which serves students in grades 8-9, and special emphasis is given to students who attend at-risk schools. The requested amount is $9,850 and staff recommendation is for the full amount of $9,850. Director Pete Lee of Metro Tech and Melissa Graffigna, FAA Aviation Education, will provide brief comments.

E.
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for the Oklahoma Wing, Civil Air Patrol for their Global Positioning System Training Program, in order to continue the program’s XM Weather subscription.  Approximately 275 students, grades 6-12, will utilize the program. The requested amount is $3,299 and staff recommendation is for the full amount of $3,299. Colonel Robert Castle will provide brief comments.

CENTER FOR AEROSPACE SUPPLIER QUALITY (CASQ) PROGRAM UPDATE —Kevin Jones and Victor Bird

The Commission will receive an update on the latest issues involving CASQ, including a proposal from the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education to contract with OAC for the Oklahoma Bid Assistance Network to provide the technical assistance and leadership required for the continuation of the CASQ program. The Commission will consider approving OAC to enter into an interagency contract with CareerTech to establish OBAN as the operator of the CASQ program.

CONTRACT WITH AEROSPACE DEFENSE ASSOCIATES LLC TO PERFORM THE OKLAHOMA AEROSPACE INSTITUTE MISSION—Victor Bird

The Commission will consider approving a contract between OAC and Aerospace & Defense Associates LLC to execute the Oklahoma Aerospace Institute (OAI) mission. The Oklahoma Statute that established the OAI provided the guidance required for OAC to contract with qualified entities to operate the OAI. This contract will be in effect until June 30, 2011, and requires $5,000 per month.
