LEGISLATION REGARDING TAX CREDITS FOR ENGINEERS AND AEROSPACE COMPANIES — Victor Bird

The Commission will consider supporting a bill that would defer tax credits for engineers hired by aerospace companies in Oklahoma and the companies that hire them, rather than suspending the tax credits as was done in the 2010 legislative session.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS — Dale Williams

The Commission will consider amending state grant PWA-10-S for Wiley Post Airport. The state grant was approved on March 3, 2010, for the installation of an Instrument Landing System (ILS). The amendment will increase the state grant amount by $76,188 and requires $8,465 (10%) of sponsor matching funds. The Commission funds are currently programmed to fund an FY 2011 project that will reconstruct taxiway C and C-1 at Wiley Post Airport. The 
sponsor has requested that the funds programmed for FY 2011 be expended on the ILS project and will not submit a state grant application for the FY 2011 project.

7.
AVIATION EDUCATION PROGRAM —Treasure Tytenicz
A. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education grant for Ponca City Regional Airport, in order to assist with their annual Flight Academy that will be held in June 2011. The contract will provide scholarships for approximately 60 students to attend.  Funding will also go toward student supplies and curriculum. The Flight Academy serves students in grades 4-12 within Ponca City and the surrounding area. The requested amount is $13,870; staff recommendation is for $10,000.

Action Required

B. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for FIRST Robotics for their Oklahoma Regional First Robotics Competition, which will be held March 17-19, 2011, at the Cox Convention Center. Approximately 1,000 high school students will participate in the 2011 event. Funding will be applied toward the general production of the competition and the overall budget of the event is $200,000. The requested amount is $10,000; staff recommendation is for $5,000.

Action Required

C. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education grant for the University of Oklahoma’s Sooner Flight Academy. The grant will provide for student scholarships and internships. Over 1,000 students, grades 1-12, will participate in the Flight Academy, which will be held during the summer 2011. The requested amount is $67,390; staff recommendation is for $53,490.

Action Required

D. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract for the Oklahoma Foundation for Excellence to be used for the Aerospace Summit’s fourth annual Education and Training Day in June 2011. Approximately 85 teachers will participate in this two-day event that reaches 3rd-12th grade teachers throughout the state. Teachers will learn about the aerospace industry, receive aerospace curriculum and learn about job opportunities for their students within the industry. The requested amount is $10,000; staff recommendation is for up to $5,000.

Action Required

E. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education grant to Tulsa Community College for flight simulation training to assist students who are pursuing an associate degree in applied science in their Professional Pilot, Air Traffic Control, and Aviation Management programs. Approximately 90-130 students, including 11th-12th grade and first- and second -year college students, will participate in these programs. The requested amount is $6,996; staff recommendation is for up to $6,996.

Action Required

F. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract to the Oklahoma Engineering Foundation for their MATHCOUNTS and Engineering Fair programs. These programs will be held January through March 2011 and will reach approximately 2,000 students in grades 6-12. The requested amount is $20,000; staff recommendation is for $2,500.

CENTER FOR AEROSPACE SUPPLIER QUALITY (CASQ) PROGRAM UPDATE — Victor Bird
The Commission will consider approving a proposed interagency agreement with the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education to fulfill the mission and purposes of CASQ. The amount of the contract is $100,000.
