CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS—Dale Williams
A. The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Guthrie-Edmond Regional Airport. The proposed project consists of acquiring 10 acres of land for hangar development. The total project cost is $260,000. The Commission’s share is being funded with $234,000 of excise tax dedication funds and the City’s share is $26,000.

B. The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program at Thomas P. Stafford Airport (Weatherford). The proposed project consists of extending runway 17 end approximately 700 feet and widening and lighting the parallel taxiway system. The total project cost is $2,038,351. The Commission’s share is $50,935, the City’s share is $51,885 and the federal share is $1,935,531. The Commission is providing half the City’s required federal match.

THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM—Dale Williams 

On an annual basis, the Commission prepares and formally adopts a proposed Three-Year Capital Improvement Program (CIP). The Commission’s CIP is the programming guide for federal and state funds for airport development, consistent with the Oklahoma Airport System Plan. The FY 2010–2013 CIP will be presented to the Commission for formal action.

ADMINISTRATIVE RULES—Grayson Ardies

A. The Commission will consider approving the proposed Permanent Rules for the Aircraft Pilot Passenger Protection Act (State Statute Section 120.1 of Title 3). The Emergency Rules were previously approved by the Commission during the August Commission meeting. There are no substantive changes between the Emergency Rules and the Permanent Rules. The rules set the requirements and procedures to be followed by the Commission in the administration and enforcement of its duties regarding the construction of a structure in the vicinity of a public-use airport and notification to military airports in the state of Oklahoma. The law became effective on October 1, 2010.

B. Commissioners will consider approving the proposed Permanent Rules for the OAC Aviation Education Program, which sets forth the requirements and criteria for aviation education programs to receive funding from OAC. The Commission approved amending the rules during its May 2010 meeting.
