THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM—Dale Williams 
A.
On an annual basis, the Commission prepares and formally adopts a proposed Three-Year Capital Improvement Program (CIP). The Commission’s CIP is the programming guide for federal and state funds for airport development, consistent with the Oklahoma Airport System Plan. The FY 2010–2012 CIP will be presented to the Commission for formal action.

The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2010 project for Bartlesville Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of installing taxiway lights along the parallel taxiway system. The estimated project cost is $426,000 and will be funded 100% by Phillips Petroleum with excise tax credits. The tax credits were previously approved under Section 6003.1 Title 68 before it was repealed.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS—Dale Williams
A.
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program for McCurtain County Airport in Idabel. The proposed project consists of installing the exterior walls and a hydro swing door for the terminal hangar and complete construction of the terminal building. The total project cost is $152,883 and will be funded with $75,000 (50%) State grant funds and $77,883 (50%) of Sponsor matching funds.

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program for Eaker Field in Durant. The proposed project consists of constructing a new terminal building. The total project cost is $1,384,820 and will be funded with $275,000 State grant funds; $275,000 of Sponsor matching funds; and $834,820 of contributions from other local entities.
