APPROVAL OF AVIATION EDUCATION CONTRACT —Treasure Tytenicz
The Commission will consider approving an aviation education contract to STARBASE Oklahoma, Inc. The contract will provide funding to purchase Microsoft flight simulator software and computer joy sticks for six classrooms and Estes rockets for each student to experience “hands-on” flight.  The aviation education contract request is $35,000.

THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM—Dale Williams 

A. The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2009 project at South Grand Lake Regional Airport. The proposed project consists of the construction of taxilanes in the new hangar area. The estimated project cost is $388,889 and will be funded with a 90% State grant and 10% Sponsor matching funds. The State’s share is being funded with funds recovered from Grand Lake Regional Airport.

Action Required
B. The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2009 project at Thomas P. Stafford Airport (Weatherford). The proposed project consists of conducting an environmental assessment for a 700-foot runway extension at runway 17 end. The estimated project cost is $40,000.and will be funded with a 90% State grant and 10% Sponsor matching funds.

Action Required

C. The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program that will identify an FY 2009 project at Max Westheimer Airfield (Norman). The proposed projects consist of the installation of visual approach guidance indicators on runway 17/35 and runway 03/21, improving the existing segmented circle, and the installation of a supplemental wind cone at runway 17 end. The estimated project cost is $432,690 and will be funded with a 90% State grant and 10% Sponsor matching funds. The State’s share is being funded with $171,163 of Excise Tax Dedication funds.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT GRANTS —Dale Williams

A. The Commission will consider accepting the re-bid of project GOK-08-S for the construction of taxilanes in the T-hangar area at the Guthrie-Edmond Regional Airport.  The previous low bidder withdrew its bid because the contract was not signed by the City of Guthrie within 60 days of the bid being accepted and awarded.  The total project costs for GOK-08-S was $220,917 and the re-bid total project cost for GOK-09-S is $243,975.
Action Required

B. The Commission will consider approving an emergency State grant for Westport Airport. This project is not currently identified in the CIP. The unsafe condition is along the east side of the runway caused by the collapse of the earth embankment (landslide). The result of the landslide is a 250-foot-long drop off that is six-feet deep and located eight feet from the runway pavement edge. The proposed project consists of backfilling along the fractured edge to improve safety in case an aircraft veers off the runway.
Action Required
C. The Commission will be briefed on the progress of the FY 2008 “Big Rock” projects that are being funded with federal and state funds.

· Wiley Post – Estimated construction start date is September.

· Max Westheimer – Contractor scheduled to mobilize August.

· Ponca City – Estimated construction start date is September.

· Sand Springs- Fencing is to start in September; Land acquisition is progressing.
· Weatherford – Project funding is short $361,000; estimated start date is October.

· Guthrie – Land acquisition is progressing.
· Ada - Waiting on federal funding.
