The Commission will be briefed on the FY 2008 monthly budget reports for August and September as well as the FY 2010 Budget Request.

AIRPORT CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANTS—Dale Williams
A. The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a proposed project at Ada Municipal Airport that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program. The project is the final phase to reconstruct and realign the parallel taxiway system and install medium intensity taxiway lights. The total project cost of phase II is $3,160,425. The Commission’s share is $78,973 (2.5%), the city’s share is $80,473 (2.5%) and the federal share is $3,000,978 (95%). The Commission is providing half of the city’s federal match, which includes $2,500,978 of discretionary funding. 

Action Required
B. The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a proposed project at Thomas P. Stafford Airport (Weatherford) that is currently identified in the Commission’s approved Capital Improvement Program. The project is to conduct an Environmental Assessment for extending runway 17 end and the parallel taxiway system approximately 705 ft. (5,100 ft.  total length). The total project cost is $34,000. The Commission’s share is $30,600 (90%) and the city’s share is $3,400 (10%). 
Action Required
C. The Commission will consider a request from the City of Weatherford to increase the Commission’s funding share for project OJA-08-F (approved June 5, 2008). The additional funding will be used to complete the funding of the base bid work to relocate hangars, rehabilitate terminal apron, construct access aprons and construct taxilanes. The total cost of the additional work is $209,025; the Commission’s share is $163,777 (78%) and the city’s share is $45,248 (22%). 
Action Required
D. The Commission will consider entering into a contract with previously selected consultants for obstruction surveys to support development of lateral precision with vertical guidance (LPV) approach procedures. This project is part of the FY 2008 Airport System Planning grant from FAA. The total project cost is $166,205. The federal share is $157,895 (95%) and the Commission’s share is $8,310 (5%).

The Commission will consider approving an Excise Tax Dedication request, per Title 68, section 6003.1 of the Oklahoma Statues, from Atwood Distributing. The aircraft purchaser requests the Commission dedicate the $164,730 of excise tax generated by the purchase of the King Air 200 GT to Enid Woodring Regional Airport.
