OKLAHOMA AEROSPACE ALLIANCE UPDATE – Larry Findeiss

The Commission will be updated on the progress and activities of the Oklahoma Aerospace Alliance.
7.      TRANSFER OF NON-PRIMARY ENTITLEMENT FUNDS – Dale Williams
The Commission will be informed regarding the transfer of non-primary entitlement funds. Working directly with airport sponsors, the Commission has pooled approximately $1,500,000 of unused non-primary entitlement funds and then transferred those funds to other airports in the state system. The transferred funds were used to complete the funding of FY 2006 and FY 2007 projects identified in the Commission’s Three-year Capital Improvement Program (Hugo being an exception).

COMMISSION SERVING AS AGENT FOR ADA MUNICIPAL AIRPORT AND CONTRACTING WITH THE SELECTED CONSULTANT– Dale Williams  
The Commission will consider allowing Staff to move forward with the federal required Consultant Selection Process and enter into a contract with the selected Consultant. The Consultant’s services will include planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing of a project at Ada Municipal Airport.

In accordance with Oklahoma Statute 3 O.S. 85, the City of Ada has requested the Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission (Commission) act as its “agent” for a taxiway project at the Ada Municipal Airport. As the City of Ada’s “agent”, the Commission will supervise the consultant selection process, planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing of the project. The Commission will enter into a contract with the selected engineering consultant.

EXCISE TAX DEDICATION PROGRAM – Dale Williams
The Commission will consider approving a request form the City of Guthrie to expend the previously dedicated excise tax funds on projects at the Guthrie-Edmond Regional Airport. The requested projects include extending three taxilanes in the northwest T-hanger area, relocate entrance to the T-hangar area, construct taxilanes in southwest development area, and install a 10 kw electrical regulator and light conductors.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM – Dale Williams

A. Ardmore Downtown Executive Airport 

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a state and non-primary entitlement funded project at Ardmore Downtown Executive Airport. The proposed project consists of an asphalt overlay of runway 17/35. The total project cost is $700,000 and the project is being funded with $150,000 of non-primary entitlement grant funds, $62,105 local funds, $235,771 from a previous excise tax dedication, and the Commission’s share being $252,124. The Commission is not providing half the sponsors’ federal required matching funds for this project.

B. Bartlesville Municipal Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a federal-state apportionment project at Bartlesville Municipal Airport. The proposed project is for phase IV (final phase) of an ongoing safety project and consists of paving the 650 ft. extension of the runway and parallel taxiway, completion of the MALSR installation, and replacement of VASIs with PAPIs.  The total project cost of phase IV is $1,860,000 and the project is being funded with $1,750,000 federal-state apportionment, $17,000 of transferred non-primary entitlement funds, $46,500 of local funds, and the Commission’s share being $46,500. The Commission is providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

C. Clinton Municipal Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a FY 2006 and FY 2007 project funded with state and non-primary entitlement funds at Clinton Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of the realignment of 3,500 ft of parallel taxiway. The total project cost is $856,100 and the project is being funded with $330,484 of local non-primary entitlement funds, $400,000 of transferred non-primary entitlement funds, $47,164 local funds, and the Commission’s share being $78,452. The Commission is not providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

D. Duncan Halliburton Field

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project funded with state only funds at Halliburton Field (Duncan). The proposed project consists of improvement to the runway safety area which includes the displacement of the threshold at runway 35 end, and the transfer of city owned property south of the airport to become the property of the airport. The total project cost is $242,040 and the Commission’s share will be $217,836.

E. Robert S. Kerr Airport (Poteau)

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a FY 2007 project funded with state and non-primary entitlement funds at Robert S. Kerr Airport (Poteau). The proposed project consists of an asphalt overlay over runway 17/35 and reconstruction of the west half of connecting taxiway. The total project cost is $1,286,422 and the project is being funded with $256,591 of local non-primary entitlement funds, $550,000 of transferred non-primary entitlement funds, $86,190 local funds, and the Commission’s share being $393,641. The Commission is not providing half the sponsors’ federal required matching funds.

F. Sallisaw Municipal Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project funded with state and non-primary entitlement funds at Sallisaw Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of an asphalt overlay of runway 17/35. The total project cost is $724,000 and the project is being funded with $300,000 of non-primary entitlement funds, $56,610 of local funds, and the Commission’s share being $367,390. The Commission is not providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

G. Tahlequah Municipal Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a FY 2007 project funded with federal-state apportionment funds at Tahlequah Municipal Airport. The proposed project consists of extending runway 17/35 and its parallel taxiway by 1,000 ft. and overlaying the existing runway with asphalt. The total project cost is $2,030,000 and the project is being funded with $1,928,500 of FY 2006 Federal discretionary funds, $50,750 local matching funds, and the Commission’s share being $50,750. The Commission is providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

H.   Richard L. Jones Jr. Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a federal-apportionment project at Richard L. Jones Jr. Airport, but is contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based upon bids. The proposed project is for phase II of the three phase southeast stormwater drainage project. The total project cost of phase II is $3,178,280 and the project is being funded with $3,009,868 federal-state apportionment, 89,207 local funds, and the Commission share being $79,207. The Commission is providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

I. Wilburton Municipal Airport

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a state and non-primary entitlement funded project at Wilburton Municipal Airport, but is contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based upon bids. The proposed project consists of draining and filling ponds, removal of ditches near runway, grading and improving safety areas, and widening and overlaying runway 17-35. The project cost is estimated to be $695,755 and the bid opening is scheduled for June 21, 2006. The project is to be funded with $356,765 of non-primary entitlement funds, $109,490 of local funds, and the Commission’s share being $229,500 The Commission is not providing half the sponsors’ required federal matching funds.

J. West Woodward Municipal Airport


The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a FY 2007 federal-state apportionment project at West Woodward Municipal Airport, but is contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based upon bids. The proposed project consists of partial reconstruction of the center connecting and parallel taxiway to runway 17/35. The project cost is estimated to be $1,329,883 and the bid opening is scheduled for June 15, 2006. The project will be funded with $700,000 of FY 2006 federal discretionary funds, $100,000 of local FY 2007 non-primary entitlement funds, $387,000 federal-state apportionment funds, local match, and the Commission’s share is estimated to be less than $36,000. The Commission is providing half the sponsors’ federal required matching funds.

THREE-YEAR PROPOSED CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM FY 2007 – FY 2009 – Dale Williams
The Commission will be presented the Draft Three-year Capital Improvement Program FY 2007 - FY 2009 for their review and future action. The Commission will also be given an overview of the morning CIP Committee meeting discussions.
12. 
AVIATION EDUCATION GRANT – Erin Wright

A. The Commission will consider approving an aviation education grant to STARBASE Oklahoma, Inc. The grant will provide funding for the Children Learning AeroSpace Science (CLASS) by means of teacher training, technology supplies, and student supplies. The objective of the program is to train Oklahoma classroom teachers using hands on methods in their classrooms throughout the state and provide the necessary student materials. The aviation education grant request is $30,000.00.

13.      APPROVAL OF CONTRACTS – Bud Webster
A. The Commission will consider the approval of a service contract with the University of Oklahoma in the amount of $34,872 for assistance in the continued development of the Airfield Pavement Management System.  The University will assist in the collection data from a total of 25 airports during the summer to update the current database to provide updated ratings and pavement deterioration models.

B. The Commission will consider the approval of a professional service contract with George Dresser in the amount of $15,000 for the continued development and maintenance of the Oklahoma Airport System Plan which will assist the Commission in meeting its responsibilities for developing a system of airports to meet the aviation demands for the State of Oklahoma.

C. The Commission will consider the approval of a professional service contract with the Oklahoma Aerospace Alliance in the amount of $150,000.  The Alliance in partnership with the Commission will continue to develop a vision, strategy and initiatives to improve the growth of the aerospace industry within the state of Oklahoma.

D. The Commission will consider the approval of a service contract with the Oklahoma State Auditor and Inspector’s Office in the amount of $17,000 for the auditing of the Commission’s grants.

E. The Commission will consider the approval of an agreement with the Oklahoma Office of State Finance in the amount of $4,800 per year for all support required to maintain the Commission’s server and network.  This support includes all server hardware, software, backup/recovery, and anti-virus services; along with all administrative support to maintain the Commission’s network.
