Proposed Grant to Wiley Post Airport

The project consists of phase I of the reconstruction and strengthening the taxiway system. The total project cost of phase I is $2,782,987; the Commission’s share is $163,684.

The Commission will enter into a contract with the selected engineering consultant.
