8. 
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM UPDATE—Dale Williams

A.  Claremore Excise Tax
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project funded with Excise Tax Dedication and Non-Primary Entitlement funds at Claremore Municipal Airport, contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based on bids and co-signed by the City and Trust, certified land deeds, and certified land lease. The proposed project consists of extending the taxiway 550 ft. south of the apron expansion and then extending bravo connector taxiway into taxiway alpha. The total project cost is $508,366 and the Excise Dedication amount is $91,000.

B.  Max Westheimer Airport in Norman

The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a project funded with state- only funds at Max Westheimer Airport (Norman). The proposed project is for the design phase of the rehabilitation of runway 17-35. Funding for the construction phase is programmed for FY 2008. The total project cost of the design phase is $129,420; the Commission’s share will be $116,478.

C.  Ada Municipal Airport
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a State Apportionment project at Ada Municipal Airport, contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based on bids and certified land deeds. The project consists of phase I of the reconstruction of the main apron and parallel taxiway system. The total project cost of phase I is $3,458,309; the Commission’s share is $86,420.

D.  Sand Springs-Pogue Airport
The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a State Apportionment project at Sand Springs-Pogue Airport, contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based on bids and certified land deeds. The project consists of upgrade/replace electrical to taxiway bravo and runway 17-35. The total project cost is $622,865; the Commission’s share is $15,571.

E.  Richard L. Jones Jr. Airport
1.  The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a State Apportionment project at Richard L. Jones Jr. Airport, contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based on bids. This is the final phase of the three-phase project to improve the airport’s storm water drainage. The total project cost of phase III is $1,990,094; the Commission is providing $49,665.

2.  The Commission will consider approving a state grant for a State Apportionment project at Richard L. Jones Jr. Airport, contingent upon the Commission receiving a signed state grant application based on bids. This project consists of the installation of access control gates to the airport. The total project cost is $154,939; the Commission is providing $3,874.

F.  Ponca City Airport
The Commission will be briefed regarding the sponsor’s need to formally adopt a Height Hazard Zoning Ordinance in order to be eligible to receive state grant funds. Title 3 requires airport sponsors to have a Height Hazard Zoning Ordinance on file with the Commission.

THREE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM—Dale Williams

On an annual basis, the Commission prepares and formally adopts a proposed Three-Year Capital Improvement Program (CIP). The Commission’s CIP is the programming guide for federal and state funds for airport development, consistent with the Oklahoma Airport System Plan. The Commission will be briefed about the projects being considered for inclusion in the FY 2008-2010 CIP and the intent to make the CIP available for public comment. The CIP will be presented to the Commission for formal action at the July Commission meeting.

FAA GRANT OFFER APPROVAL—Bud Webster

A. State System Plan

The Commission will consider accepting a system planning grant from the FAA.  The Commission and the FAA continue in a joint effort to improve airport planning and programming.  This grant will fund the capital planning process, a review of the Oklahoma Airport System Plan, airport information management activities and obstruction surveys by a third party.  The federal grant offer is for $400,000 and requires a match of 5 percent from the Commission.

B. Arrowhead State Park Airport

The Commission will consider accepting an airport improvement grant for Arrowhead State Park Airport from the FAA, contingent upon a grant offer from the FAA.  This grant will fund the rehabilitation of 15/33 and the turnaround, relocate the 33 threshold, add pavement markings for the new runway length, improve runway approach and runway safety grading and remove trees from within the runway approaches.   The federal grant offer will be for $737,003 and requires a match of 5 percent from the Commission.

C. Fountainhead State Park Airport

The Commission will consider accepting an airport improvement grant for Fountainhead State Park Airport from the FAA, contingent upon a grant offer from the FAA.  This grant will fund the installation of a wind cone/segmented circle, rotating beacon and pole, place power underground, relocate 18 threshold and remove trees from within the runway approaches.   The federal grant offer will be for $113,045 and requires a match of 5 percent from the Commission.
Action Required

D. Lake Murray State Park

The Commission will consider accepting an airport improvement grant for Lake Murray State Park Airport from the FAA, contingent upon a grant offer from the FAA.  This grant will fund the installation of a wind cone/segmented circle, rotating beacon and pole, electrical controls with vault, medium intensity runway lights and remove trees from within the runway approaches.   The federal grant offer will be for $107,755 and requires a match of 5 percent from the Commission.

APPROVAL OF CONTRACTS—Bud Webster

A. Crossbow Consulting

The Commission will consider the approval of a professional service contract with Crossbow Consulting in the amount of $24,375 for assistance in developing the Commission’s capabilities to meet the aerospace industry’s needs, as part of the Commission’s responsibilities in encouraging, fostering and assisting in the development of aeronautics in Oklahoma.

B. University of Oklahoma

The Commission will consider the approval of a service contract with the University of Oklahoma in the amount of $47,947 for assistance in the continued development of the Airfield Pavement Management System.  The University will assist in collecting data from 25 airports during FY 2008 to update pavement condition ratings and deterioration models. OU will also assist in the training of Commission personnel.

Oklahoma State Auditor and Inspector’s Office
The Commission will consider the approval of a service contract with the Oklahoma State Auditor and Inspector’s Office in the amount of $17,000 for the auditing of the Commission’s grants.

D.  Office of State Finance
1.      The Commission will consider the approval of an agreement with the Oklahoma Office of State Finance in the amount of $6,324 per year for all support required to maintain the Commission’s server and network.  This support includes all server hardware, software, backup/recovery, e-mail and anti-virus services, along with all administrative support to maintain the Commission’s network.

The Commission will consider the approval of an agreement with the Oklahoma Office of State Finance in the amount of $2,760 per year for all support required to maintain the Commission’s pavement management database server.  This support includes all server hardware, software, backup/recovery and anti-virus services, along with all administrative support to maintain the server.
