CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM—Vivek Khanna

The Commission will consider approving an amendment to the Three-year Capital Improvement Program FY 2007 – FY 2009. The amendment is for the installation of an ILS at Wiley Post Airport. The Commission certified this project on September 13, 2001, as an Excise Tax Credit project. As of August 17, 2006, the total accumulation of funds for this project is $1,510,897.66 of which $688,317.50 is excise tax credit and $822,562.10 is excise tax dedication.

EXCISE TAX DEDICATION PROGRAM—Vivek Khanna
A. The Commission will consider approving an Excise Tax Dedication request, per Title 68, section 6003.1 of the Oklahoma Statues, from Arrowhead Burbank Inc. Arrowhead Burbank Inc. has requested the Commission dedicate $170,625.00 of excise tax funds to the Ponca City Regional Airport.

B.  
The Commission will consider approving an Excise Tax Dedication request, per Title 68, section 6003.1 of the Oklahoma Statues, from the ACS AIR LLC (AAL).  Previously, AAL had requested that $86,586.50 of the excise tax funds be dedicated to the Grand Lake Regional Airport. On June 9, 2005, the Commission tabled that request. AAL has revised their request and identified South Grand Lake Airport as the beneficiary airport of these excise tax funds.

C. The Commission will consider certifying Excise Tax Credit expenditure.  The First National Bank of McAlester has requested $37,000 of funds, being held in escrow, be released in order to install deer fencing at McAlester Regional Airport.

TrANSFER OF NON-PRIMARY ENTITLEMENT FUNDS—Vivek Khanna
The Commission will consider accepting the transfer of $77,667.00 of FY 2004 Non-Primary Entitlement (NPE) funds from the City of Tishomingo (City). The Commission will repay the City with $77,667 of NPE funds at some point in the future. The transfer of NPE funds will be in accordance with FAA Performance Guidance Letter 04-2.

Pavement Maintenance Project—Bud Webster
The Commission will consider approving of a contract in the amount of $699,834 to be awarded for pavement maintenance at the Stillwater Regional Airport, Tulsa R.L. Jones Jr. Airport and the University of Oklahoma’s Max Westheimer Airport.
Action Required
13.    Approval of Airport Maintenance Agreements—Bud Webster
A.  The Commission will consider approving of a maintenance agreement for a pavement maintenance project at the R.L. Jones Airport with the Tulsa Airports Improvement Trust.  The Trust will provide 10% of the funding and the Commission will provide 90% of the funding.  The Commission’s share of the project will be $225,624.60.

B.  The Commission will consider approving of a maintenance agreement for a pavement maintenance project at the Max Westheimer Airport with the University of Oklahoma.  The University will provide 10% of the funding and the Commission will provide 90% of the funding.  The Commission’s share of the project will be $131,607.00.

C.  The Commission will consider approving of a maintenance agreement for a pavement maintenance project at the Stillwater Regional Airport with the City of Stillwater.  The City will provide 10% of the funding and the Commission will provide 90% of the funding.  The Commission’s share of the project will be $272,214.00.

Automated Weather Observation System (AWOS) Project
—Bud Webster
The Commission will consider approving the bid and award for the installation of Automated Weather Observation Systems (AWOS) at the University of Oklahoma’s Max Westheimer Airport in Norman, Blackwell/Tonkawa Municipal Airport, Stigler Municipal Airport and at Oklahoma City’s C.E. Page Airport.  This contract will continue the process of upgrading weather observation systems across the state.

Career Tech Contract for Services—Bud Webster
The Commission will consider approving a contract for $50,000 with the Department of Career and Technology Education for services in support of the Aviation Intern Recruitment Program.  This program provides training for Oklahoma citizens in the required skills for employment in the aviation industry.

Stillwater Regional Airport—Bud Webster

The Commission will consider allowing Staff to move forward with the required Consultant Selection Process and enter into a contract with the selected Consultant for the pavement study at Stillwater Regional Airport.  This study will determine the load-bearing capacity and structural health of the asphalt portion of runway 17/35 and recommend the most appropriate alternatives.

17.    AVIATION EDUCATION SPONSORSHIP—Erin Wright

The Commission will be briefed on its sponsorship to the Tulsa Air and Space Museum's "Fly Now" exhibit, in the amount of $1,500. The aviation poster exhibit is from the Smithsonian Institution's National Air and Space Museum and is on display at TASM from December 15, 2006 through January 19, 2007.

The Commission will be briefed on Ms. Wright’s internship at the Oklahoma City Air Logistics Center.
