THREE-YEAR PROPOSED CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM FY 2007 – FY 2009 – Dale Williams and Victor Bird
The Commission will be presented the Draft Three-year (FY 2007-09) Capital Improvement Program for its review and action. The Commission will also be advised of the action of the CIP Committee meeting regarding the 3-yr CIP.

6.      CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM – Dale Williams and Victor Bird
The Commission will consider approving a State grant for a project at South Grand Lake Airport. The airport is co-sponsored by the City of Ketchum and the South Grand Lake Airport Trust.  The project consists of extending and paving the existing turf runway. The Commission will provide $200,000 to purchase a portion of the asphalt paving material needed and the South Grand Lake Airport Trust will provide the required $22,222 in matching funds.

In accordance with Title 3, Section 85 of the Oklahoma Statutes, the City of Tishomingo has requested that the Commission act as its agent for the Tishomingo Municipal Airport. As the city’s agent, the Commission will conduct the consultant selection process and supervise the planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing of the project. The Commission will enter into a contract with the selected engineering consultant.
