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Deadline Extended for International Aviation Art Contest
OKLAHOMA CITY – The deadline for Oklahoma children to enter the 2012 Oklahoma International Aviation Art Contest has been extended to Jan. 27, 2012, officials with the Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission announced today.
“This is a unique opportunity for boys and girls across Oklahoma, whether they are attending a public or private school, or are home schooled, to showcase their talents and focus on the exciting world of aviation,” Director of Aeronautics Victor Bird said.
Children ages 6-17 are eligible to enter the contest, which is aimed to encourage youth to reflect on aviation by designing a piece of art based on the year’s chosen theme. This year’s theme is “Silent Flight.”
In order to be eligible to submit artwork, boys and girls must have been born between Jan. 1, 1994, and Dec. 31, 2005.
The top three winners in three separate age categories will receive certificates noting their accomplishments and be recognized during a special ceremony at the state Capitol later this year.
In addition, first-place winners in each age category will receive a check for $100; second-place winners $75; and third-place winners $50.
The winners’ artwork will then be forward to Washington, D.C. where they will be judged in the national competition.
