PURPOSE

The work to be performed under this request consists of furnishing labor and materials for the manufacture and installation of the Rescue Bed on a C5500 Chevy chassis furnished by the City of Choctaw.

B. Bid Schedule and Requirements:
1. Bid Due Date and Time of Opening: All bids shall be submitted prior to 4:30 p.m. on Thursday, 4th day of March, 2010.

a. Bids received after the time set for opening of bids will not be considered and will be returned unopened. Also, bids received more than ninety-six (96) hours prior to the time set for opening, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and holidays will not be considered. Bids may be filed with the City Clerk’s office up to 4:30 p.m. which at at least one (1) week prior to the Board’s meeting on Tuesday, the 9th day of March, 2010, 7 p.m.
b. Proposals shall be sealed in an envelope with the words “Sealed Bid – Rescue Bed” on the front of the envelope. All bids shall be submitted to:  The City of Choctaw, c/o City Clerk, 2500 North Choctaw Road, P.O. Box 567, Choctaw, OK 73020.

c. All bid submittals must be made on the proposal forms furnished in this document and must be in accordance with any instructions stated in this document.
d. All work will be awarded as a single contract to the lowest responsible bidder.

2. Bid Opening:  All bids received during the submittal period will be opened and evaluated for recommendation prior to the City Council meeting on Tuesday, 9th day of March, 2010 at 7 p.m.
3. Bid Award:  Unless otherwise announced, bid award will take place at a meeting of the City Council on or before March 9, 2010.
C. Acceptance and Rejection of Proposals

1. The City of Choctaw reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and to cancel this bid document at any time.  

2. The City of Choctaw reserves the right to waive immaterial defects and minor irregularities in this request.

3. The City of Choctaw reserves the right of evaluation and the right to determine the methodology for evaluation of the proposals to determine which is the best proposal and to accept the proposal (or proposals) deemed to be in the best interest of the City, i.e., the most qualified proposal will not necessarily be the proposal of lowest cost. The City reserves the right to award the bid to any vendor or combination of vendors. The City reserves the right to negotiate with any Bidder as necessary to serve the best interests of the City.  

4. The issuance of this bid document does not constitute a commitment by the City to enter into a contract for the completion of this project or to pay any costs incurred by any Bidder in the preparation of their response to this bid document.

5. All proposals will become the property of the City and subject to open records laws.  The City reserves the right to make use of any information or ideas in the proposals.

6. Attention is called to the requirement that the successful Bidder must comply with all local, state, and federal laws, regulations and policies applicable to this request unless specifically excluded herein.  

7. Bidder should carefully examine the specifications and fully inform themselves as to all conditions and matters, which can in any way affect the work or the costs thereof. Should a Bidder find discrepancies in, or omissions from the bid document, specifications or other documents, or should be in doubt as to their meanings, he should at once notify the City project coordinator and obtain clarification prior to submitting any proposal.
8. No pre-bid conference will be required. However, it is recommended that all bidders familiarize themselves with the specs and drawing.  
9. Proposals will be reviewed and evaluated by City project coordinators, which will then make recommendations to the City Council.  

10. Proposals received after the due date and time will not be accepted. Also, bids received more than ninety-six (96) hours prior to the time set for opening, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and holidays will not be considered.
11. It is the responsibility of the bidder to ensure their bid is received in time. No consideration will be given to postal or other delays. Bids cannot be altered by phone, email or other means. Bidders may withdraw their bid by written request before the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids. 
12. No contract shall be signed unless the City has accepted all required bonds and insurance certificates.

13. The City, based on the vendor and the proposal, may require additional provisions before awarding the contract.

14. The successful bidder will be responsible for any work or service performed by any sub-contractors used by the bidder.
15. The City accepts no responsibility for payment to subcontractors or consultants and the successful Bidder assumes any and all sub-contractual responsibilities within their proposal.

D. BOND AND INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
1. Bid Bond: Each proposal must be accompanied by a bidder’s surety bond, a certified check, or a cashier’s check upon any solvent Bank or Trust Company, payable without reserve to the City of Choctaw, in an amount not less than five percent [5%] of the total amount of the bid. Bid security of the two [2] low bidders will be retained until approval of contract and execution of satisfactory bonds by the successful bidder or until other disposition of the bids are made.

2. Performance Bond:  A performance bond in the full amount of the contract will be required. The Performance Bond shall be submitted prior to contract signing.
3. Workers Compensation Insurance: Successful bidder shall provide proof of workers compensation insurance in sufficient amounts. This proof must be submitted at time of contract signing and must remain in full force for the duration of the project. 
E. Contract Signing and Completion of Work.
1. The successful bidder must enter into a contract with the City within sixty [60] days of the award date.

2. After contract signing, the City will issue the Contractor a Notice to Proceed.  The Contractor will be required to commence and complete the work within the days noted below unless otherwise agreed to by the City and the Contractor in writing.

a. Commence Work: Ten [10] days after the Notice to Proceed date.

b. Complete Work: Ninety [90] days after the Notice to Proceed date.

3. This bid document and the Bidder’s response shall become part of the contract covering this project.

F. Warranties

1. Successful bidder shall guarantee workmanship with a one [1] year warranty from the date of completion of the contract. This warranty shall commence on the date of acceptance by the City.

G. Payment of Invoices

1. The invoice submitted to the City for work performed shall be approved by the City project coordinators. No invoice shall be paid unless approved.

General Specifications:
· The apparatus body will be approximately 96 inches wide, 72 inches tall and 180 inches long and shall be constructed totally of aluminum with broke and/or welded seams. Since the bed will be made totally from aluminum, which provides excellent corrosion protection, no painting will be required. The complete apparatus structure shall be free of sharp edges and exposed nuts and bolts that could cause injury.
· Detailed specifications are attached and made a part of this bid document.
· Copies of Bonding and Insurance shall be provided with bid tabulation sheets.

BID SPECIFICATION

FOR A RESCUE APPARATUS

For The Choctaw Fire Department

Cab/Chassis

5500 Chevy Crew Cab, 108 Cab to axel, 16’ Cab to rear of frame, to be furnished by the Choctaw Fire Department

Apparatus Body

The apparatus body will be approximately 96 inches wide and 180 inches long and shall be constructed totally of aluminum with broke and/or welded seams.  Since the bed will be made totally from aluminum, which provides excellent corrosion protection, no painting will be required. The complete apparatus structure shall be free of sharp edges and exposed nuts and bolts that could cause injury. 

Tow hooks secured to the frame and capable of handling the weight of the apparatus shall be provided on the rear.

Mud flaps will be mounted behind each rear wheel to protect the rear compartments from damage from road debris.

Compartments

On the front of the apparatus bed will be a compartment approximately 36” long x 58” inches tall x 96” deep. This compartment will provide a through compartment from side to side of the apparatus. Below this through compartment will be two lower compartments (one on each lower front corner) approximately 36” long x 13” tall x 23” deep. 

Behind the front through compartment will be a compartment approximately 36” long x 58” inches tall x 96” deep. This compartment will provide a through compartment from side to side of the apparatus. Within this compartment will be shelving to hold backboards. The floor will have a 36” wide by 96” long shelf on roller slides that can be pulled to either side of the apparatus. Below this through compartment will be two lower compartments (one on each lower side) approximately 36” long x 13” tall x 23” deep. 

Behind the second through compartment will be a compartment on each side approximately 50” long x 48” tall x 23” deep on top of the rear wheel. The passenger side compartment will be open to store SCBA’s and the driver side compartment will be fitted with two adjustable shelves.

On each side behind the rear wheels will be a compartment approximately 48” long x 71” tall x 24” deep. The passenger side will be fitted with one heavy duty adjustable tray to store extrication equipment. Two extrication hose reels and one hydraulic power unit supplied by the Choctaw Fire Department will be mounted in this compartment. The driver side compartment will have one adjustable shelf mount approximately in the mid position.

On the rear of the apparatus will be one compartment approximately 102” long x 48” tall x 48” wide. This compartment will be fitted with water and pump.

Each side of the apparatus will be fitted with four (4) roll up shutter type aluminum doors. The rear compartment will be fitted with a single roll up shutter type aluminum door. All compartments and doors will be weather stripped to provide positive sealing from water and dust. Compartments will be a sweep out design for easy cleaning. Positive locking handles will be provided to latch the doors shut.  These compartments will have lighting that will come on when the doors are opened and an indicator light will come on in the cab area when a door is open. Turtle tiles will be provided for the floor of each compartment and for each shelf.

Rear Step Bumper

A custom fabricated bumper will be provided at the rear of the apparatus. The bumper will extend 4 inches from the rear further part of the apparatus. The bumper will be mounted directly to the frame of the chassis. 

Truck Lighting

All truck lighting will meet DOT standards and be LED type. There will be a minimum of 9 red clearance lights on the rear of the truck (3 in the center and one on each upper and lower corner), two red clearance light on each center and top side towards the rear, and eight yellow clearance lights with two on each side and two on each front corner.  The rear will also contain a minimum of two red Stop/Turn/Tail lights, two clear reverse lights, and a tag light.

All lighting and wiring will be completely enclosed in order to prevent damage from loose equipment.  All wiring connections are to be soldiered and covered with shrink wrap. An electrical conduit will be supplied extending from the front to the rear on each side of the apparatus to aid in the installation of customer wiring.

Seven ground effect lights will be installed to light the ground around the apparatus. Two will be installed in the middle of the cab, two will be installed in the middle of the front two compartments, two will be installed in the middle of the two rear side compartment, and one will be installed on the rear.

Generator/Air Compressor

A combination 3500 Watt generator and a 15.4 cfm @ 175 psi air compressor powered by a 13 HP Honda gas engine will be installed in the front compartment. One spring return hose reel holding 100’ of electric cord and one spring return hose reel holding 100’ of 3/8” air hose will also be installed in the front compartment.

Water Tank 


The water tank will be a 300 gallon polypropylene tank with a 10 gallon integral class A foam tank with a fill on top of the tank. The water tank will be recessed into the bed and close to the frame as possible to provide the lowest center of gravity for the apparatus as possible. 

The tank will have baffles that form approximately 2 foot square sections within the tank. A fill tower of approximately 8 inches by 8 inches by 8 inches shall be located on the rear passenger corner. An overflow vent pipe will be provided in order to assure no pressure buildup on the tank cover. A sump with 3 inch suction will be built into the tank. A sight glass will be provided to confirm the level of water. 
Pump/Motor 

The pump shall be a Hale HPX-200 with an 18 horsepower Briggs and Stratton Vanguard overhead valve engine. A six gallon remote tank will supply the fuel source for the engine. The pump will have an exhaust venture priming system. The suction of the pump shall be located low as possible to provide positive head for suction. 

Pump Panel and Plumbing 

The pump panel will contain all the pump controls, Start/Stop switch, Idle control, Choke, Oil pressure light and Pump outlet pressure gauge. The pump panel will also contain the foam proportional controls. The panel will be tilted to provide a direct view of all operations. 

All plumbing will be stainless steel pipe or high-pressure hose. All discharges will originate from a manifold made from 2 1/2 inch stainless pipe. 

All pressure valves shall be swing out quarter turn style. Each valve will have a black knob and will be legibly marked and color-coded. All valves will be 1 ½ inch to provide interchangeability.
The pump panel shall contain 3 control valves: One 1 1/2 inch discharge with chrome cap, One Tank fill, and One booster reel.
The suction line on the pump shall contain two 2 1/2 inch valves, with one between the pump and the tank and the other outboard of the pump to accommodate with hydrant fill. The hydrant side of the pump shall be fitted with a 2 1/2 inch Swivel female fire hose connector and chained plug. 

A ¼ inch full time bypass line will be provided to prevent pump overheating
Hose Tray

A hose tray capable of handling 150’ of 1 3/4” attack line will be installed in the rear compartment with access from the rear. 

Hose Reel

The booster hose reel will be aluminum and have electric rewind and roller guides. The electric rewind shall be controlled by a solenoid with a button located near the reel. The hose reel will be mounted above the pump motor. 
 Foam System 

The apparatus will have a class A foam system with the controls mounted on the pump panel. The foam system will be a Blizzard-Wizard, and will be operated with one knob that will control the concentration of foam emitted. The foam system will have a means of preventing foam from going into the water tank. 
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
