DISCUSSION OF SENATE BILL 45 AS IT PERTAINS TO MECHANICAL LICENSIING AND REGULATION
Mr. Richard Denny stated he was going to hit the highlights of Senate Bill 45 since Jim George, Interim Administrator, is not in attendance.   Mr. George can go into further detail when he returns.  Senate Bill 45 has passed.  It made quite a few administrative changes for the agency.  It changes the ability to accept checks and some of the enforcement efforts.  One thing in particular is the CEU requirements.  The language was broadened up quite a bit which will give the agency the authority to go back and make changes i.e., restrictions on the current code revisions, etc.   Over the course of the next few months the agency will be starting to look into some rulemaking avenues for CEU’s.  This bill also strengthened up the injunction power and the court fines that the court can issue.  When the agency goes outside the administrative process and asks the court to step in to enforce an order.  Also prosecutors in the State of Oklahoma have the ability to prosecute these violations as well.  In the past it was hard to get prosecutors to look at it because it is a misdemeanor and the fine was low.  This bill increases the fine recoverable by the court.  The language in the bill becomes effective November 1, 2008.  It is available on the Oklahoma State Court Network website.
