RULES NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT SENATE BILL 2131 PETROLEUM REFINERY MECHANICAL JOURNEYMAN LICENSE (INCLUDING PROCESS PIPING)
Mr. Denny stated there was a subcommittee formed at the last Mechanical Examiners Committee.  The subcommittee met and charged Mr. Denny with drafting proposed rules.    The subcommittee was made up of Jim George, Gary Kirk, Mike Liston, Richard Hager, David Veteto, John Armstrong, Kenny Eden and Mike Irvin.
The proposed rules implement the new statutory mandate in Senate Bill 2131 that requires the petroleum refinery journeyman license.  A definition has been added to set forth what petroleum refinery is and identifying the category of the license.  The decision to define that is because there is already a process piping category.  The rule changes in 158:50-1 simply adds petroleum refinery process piping as a category or a license type.  In parenthesis it is says journeyman only because there is no contractor requirement for that.   In 158:50-2 paragraph 9 defines what type of license that particular type needs to be working under.  It states a petroleum refinery journeyman shall be under the direction and supervision of a licensed unlimited mechanical contractor or a licensed process piping mechanical contractor.
Mr. Kirk stated under the definition of petroleum refinery are we leaving out if they use corn, etc.  Does that need to be added?  Mr. Denny stated he doesn’t think it would fit under petroleum.  If it doesn’t fit under this they would have to take the process piping exam.   Mr. Newberg stated there has been one completed in Guymon, OK.  It was an alternate biodiesel fuel plant for Seaboard Farms.  It was under the criteria of the process piping.   Mr. Curtis asked if the process was the same for alternative fuel as petroleum?  Mr. Newberg stated it is 90% the same.  The workers are the same people.
Mr. Denny stated you might be able to include it in with the definition of petroleum refinery.  This item will be sent back to the subcommittee to revise and include alternative fuels to the definition and have the new proposed rules available at the special meeting.

RULEMAKING RELATING TO CEU’S IN RESPONSE TO THE PASSAGE OF SB 45 AND SB 2131
Mr. Denny stated when Senate Bill 45 and Senate Bill 2131 passed this last session the legislative mandate changed on what is required for CEU’s.   Essentially, the legislature has removed all the criteria for CEU’s and now allows the CIB to create the criteria for continuing education units.  This means the committee could stay with the rules that are in place at this time or create new ones.    Mr. Denny stated in plumbing the chairman charged all the members of the committee to begin thinking and come back at the next regularly scheduled meeting with ideas on where to go on the CEU requirements.  You can remove that CEU’s have to be on code revisions only.   There are so many things to look at and change.  

The legislature removed the requirements that were implemented by statute.  These requirements are now implemented by rule.   The committee can change those rules to essentially whatever you want them to be without any statutory mandate.  Mr. Curtis asked what the status is now on the CEU’s in the interim?  Mr. Denny stated follow the rules that are in place.  

The agency did support this legislation.  Some of the biggest issues were the hours, web-based CEU’s, etc.  This gives the CIB more discretion on how to proceed.  The biggest thing is the code restriction.

Mr. Matherly stated the committee should take the opportunity to review these rules.  Mr. Tim Hillman stated the Southwest Construction Codes Council is probably the largest provider in the State for CEU’s for the trades people and Inspectors and would like to have some input in the rule changes.  Also the Mechanical Inspector’s Association would also like to have some interaction with this group.
This item will be on the next committee agenda.
ESTABLISH MINIMUM NUMBER OF APPLICANTS FOR THE JOURNEYMAN PETROLEUM REFINERY EXAM
Mr. Kirk stated staff will be going out to the refineries, etc., to give this exam.  Staff is requesting a minimum number be established.  Mr. Kirk stated in the past it has been twenty but there has never been anything in writing.  Mr. Curtis asked if this exam could be done during the processing time of new employees at the refineries.  Mr. Kirk stated this had been discussed.  Mr. Kirk stated we need to figure out how to protect the test.  We could not allow someone at the refinery to give the exam.  

Mr. Curtis asked how many staff it takes to administer the exam?  Mr. Kirk stated usually two field staff.  Mr. Kirk stated they have been trying to save money by utilizing the field investigator for the area in which the exam in being given.  Mr. Curtis asked if one person could give the exam?  Mr. Newberg stated when giving the exam on-site they are also physically grading them onsite.   You have to have a protection barrier because it is being given in an outsourced building.  One staff person will grade the exam and the other staff person will monitor and collect the exams.
Mr. Curtis asked if this exam was eventually going to be given by the current testing agency.  Committee decided in a previous meeting to leave the refinery exam in house and continue with the testing agency giving the process piping exam.

Mr. Matherly asked what kind of provisions are for an employer that takes a while to get a minimum number of applicants together?  Mr. Kirk stated they could take the process piping exam that is already in place.

Mr. Denny asked if they could come to Central Office to take the exam?  Mr. Kirk stated we could do this.

RULEMAKING TO THE CIB AND THE DRAFTING OF PROPOSED RULES FOR SUBMITTAL TO THE CIB FOR A FORMAL RULEMAKING PROCEEDING

Mr. Denny stated this is what was used as a catch-all for some of the other trade committees because we had these two statutes and we were not sure if we were catching everything as far as rulemaking.  Mr. Denny stated it looks like all the items were on the Mechanical Committee agenda.  
Senate Bill 2131 moves the home inspectors from the health department to the Construction Industries Board.  

Mr. Denny stated he feels like the Mechanical Committee has covered all necessary items between the regular scheduled meetings and the special meetings that were held.

DISCUSSION OF NEWLY APPROVED PERMANENT RULES EFFECTIVE JUNE 26, 2008

Mr. Denny stated effective June 26, 2008 the permanent rules eliminating the 30-day cancellation requirement on insurance certificates and bonds went into effect.
CEU REQUEST – ALL STAR PROFESSIONAL TRAINING INC
All Star Professional Training Inc., is requesting an on-line 6 hour class.  Mr. Curtis stated he hadn’t had time to review the request.  Mr. Curtis stated the way the rules state right now we have to have four hours of continuing education on changes to the codes and two hour manufacturer’s installation instructions.  

Mr. Curtis stated he isn’t seeing four hours of code changes on the agenda submitted.  Mr. Matherly stated he couldn’t find a course breakdown where it shows how many hours.  Mr. Matherly stated there is no way to verify six hours of instruction.

Mr. Denny stated since there was no representative from the firm present the committee may consider have someone appear at the next meeting or prepare a list of questions/concerns to be addressed.  
Mr. Curtis stated he isn’t seeing where the course is split between code class and manufacturer’s training.  They are combining it into all one class.
