CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Luther Curtis, Committee Chairman, called the special meeting of the Mechanical Examiners Committee to order at 10:00 a.m, at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 NW 23rd, Suite 5, and Oklahoma City, OK 73107.

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETING ACT:

This [Special] meeting of the Mechanical Examiners Committee, scheduled to begin at [10:00 a.m.] on this [10th] day of [July], 2008, has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.

Further, this meeting was preceded by an advanced public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State electronically on July 10, 2008 prior to this time today, specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened.

Notice of this meeting was given at least forty-eight (48) hours prior hereto and no one has filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

ACTION ITEMS:

RULES NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT SENATE BILL 2131 PETROLEUM REFINERY MECHANICAL JOURNEYMAN LICENSE (INCLUDING PROCESS PIPING)
Mr. Denny stated there is handout outlining the proposed rules in the packet.  It talks about the new rules that went to the committee.  The only thing that really changed is definition of Petroleum Refinery.  The only essential change is the second clause of the first sentence where it begins “and includes industrial plants which produce and/or refine alternative fuels or petroleum additives”.  Everything else is essentially the same that was previously submitted to the committee.  

Mr. Denny stated this isn’t the final say in the rulemaking process.  Mr. Denny stated whatever the mechanical committee decides will be a recommendation to the Construction Industries Board (CIB).  The CIB will use this as a beginning point to draft the rules.  There will be a comment period and more time for input and changes.

Mr. Kirk stated where it says “Petroleum Refinery” shall not mean gas processing plant or gas gathering pipeline operations; he thinks it was put in there so the investigators wouldn’t go into the wrong plant.  Mr. Kirk stated these plants are exempt the way the law reads.  Originally when the law was written they had a meeting with the gas companies and they were talking about the pipeline coming in.  If they brought in there and crackled and dried it and headed it straight back out, that is why they were exempt from this.  Since then they are doing some refinery work in the plants, pulling nitrogen off the gas, etc.  Mr. Kirk stated this may be a problem in the future.

Mr. Kirk stated they went ahead and put in alternative fuels even though it is not petroleum.  Mr. Curtis asked if we wanted to say alternative motor fuels.  Mr. Denny stated he had a problem adding the language regarding alternative fuels.  It is the mechanical committee’s decision as what to include.  

Mr. Kirk asked if we were covered by the other parts of the law for these other plants.  Mr. Denny stated he sees nothing where they wouldn’t be covered.  Mr. Kirk stated these definitions are being developed to comply with the legislators to cover the petroleum refinery journeyman license.  Mr. Denny stated this is the purpose of the rules.   Mr. Kirk stated it was his suggestion to add the alternative fuels because he thought they would be leaving those items out.  

Mr. Eden stated he made a phone call to Mr. Denny when he read the word ‘gases.  Mr. Eden did some research and the first thing everything always thinks of is gasoline.  When Mr. Eden typed it the internet the same way “gas” and it brought up gasoline items.  Mr. Eden stated gas is substandard language for natural gas.  Basically when you read into the natural gas you don’t come up with word petroleum.  Mr. Eden stated he agrees with the current language.  Mr. Denny stated the reason the terms gas processing plants or gas gathering pipeline operations are used is because they come from the existing exemptions in the statute.
