CALL TO ORDER:
Jacob Kurle, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 1:30 p.m. in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETING ACT:

This regular meeting of the Construction Industries Board, scheduled to begin at 1:30 p.m. on this 11th day of January, 2006, has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.

Further, this meeting was preceded by an advance public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State by computer on October 14, 2005, specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened.  

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 45 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

ADMINISTRATOR'S COMMENTS

Mr. Boyd West reported that we have completed our Information Technology audit from the office of the State Auditor inspector.  We received the results of the audit and replied back to them.  As with all audits, it should be taken as a learning experience, and it was a very, very strong learning experience for us.  As of November 23rd we began experiencing some very serious cyber attacks on our network.  The results covered 13 areas within our IT system that we had either recommendations or actual deficiencies in.  We have our exit interview on the 19th of January and we will be presenting the results of that audit to the board following our exit interview.  The answers we provided as a result of this audit are all either planned at this time for correction or have ITB’s in place to purchase the necessary items for corrections.  We have engineers in our office as we speak to correct some of the deficiency items.  

Mr. West added that the agency will be participating in the OKC Home and Garden Show on January 20-22nd at the State Fairgrounds.  Our booth will be right next to the stage.  We have purchased some of the same give-away items that we distributed at the state fair.  Ms. Schweitzer has prepared a very detailed power point presentation that we will be running in stream on the screen display that is very applicable to the people who will be attending  this show, not only Contractors, but most especially the public.  The public will be able to view the different aspects of what our agency does as far as licensing.  We also investigated and applied 
to attend the Home and Garden Show in Tulsa for March.  However, that show is completely booked, and we are on a waiting list for any cancellations.   

Mr. West commented that the media campaign RFP was accepted by the Department of Central Services and will be hitting the streets today.    By the next meeting we should have some results for you.

PRESENTATION
Mr. Jack Kurle recognized Mr. Don Baker, Chairman of the Inspector’s Committee to make a few comments.  

Mr. Don Baker stated as Chairman of the Inspector’s Committee, he wanted to thank Mr. Eulous West on behalf of the committee members for 16 years of service to that committee.  When the committee was created in 1989, Mr. Eulous West was the Building, Plumbing, and Mechanical Inspector for the City of Del City.  He went on to serve the city of Mustang, and Bartlesville, Oklahoma.  He served faithfully on the committee from its inception until our last meeting in 2005.  

Mr. Boyd West also commended Mr. Eulous West.  He presented Mr. West with a copy of the original appointment letter dated July 21, 1989.  

Mr. Jack Kurle presented Mr. Eulous West with a Plaque commemorating his 16 years of service.   

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. West reported there had been problems with the e-mail, and encouraged the board members to look over the financial report and asked for questions.  There were no questions.

LEGISLATIVE REPORT
Mrs. Patricia Schweitzer stated that we have some pre-filed bills.  Since the legislature runs two years in a roll, all the bills that we had last year are back up.  There is no guarantee that any representative or Senator will continue those bills.   She then presented a quick laundry list of the bills: SB262 by Myers which allowed plumbing maintenance for political sub-divisions; SB756 by Leftwich which is the Elevator Safety Act; SB940 by Shurden which licenses and bonds 
Contractors;  HB 1247 by Nance which required background checks for contractors.  SB 885 by Brogdon which adopts the building codes by CIB and exempting apprentices, contractors, and journeymen from city registration fees.  What is new is SB 1041 and 1043 which splits SB 883 into two separate pieces.  

A hard copy of the rules was distributed to board members to review for the February meeting.  Those will also be sent via the Internet.  

Mr. Ronnie Nutt was still concerned about the problem with the 1955 Plumbing Licensing Act being established as the minimum code in the state.  He wanted to know why it has not been addressed.   Ms. Schweitzer thought this would fall under the statutory law.  Ms. Schweitzer said that we have not introduced anything to the legislature this year.  They plan to do so in the future.  

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY REPORT
Mr. Winston James stated that Mr. West explained about the IT audit and we have an exit interview scheduled before the end of January.  OSF commanded Mr. James to a meeting to talk about the cyber terrorism policies that went into effect December 1, 2005.  We experienced an attack on November 23rd.   None of our files became corrupt, but our public port which encases our e-mail transport was affected.  We were not the only agency affected.  Four other agencies experienced the same attack.  Mr. James stated he should resolve this issue and we should have solid e-mail before the end of the week.  He has engineers working on the problem in this office today.  The Web site is back up.
