Mr. Stokke said it was a great honor to be appointed to the Inspector Examiners committee.  He has wanted to participate for several years and this has been the first opportunity he has had to do so.  He appreciated the opportunity.

Mr. Larry Shea thanked him for his commitment to serve and had him sign a commitment letter.

EXHIBIT SHOW COSTS

Ms. Patricia Schweitzer presented the board statistics for the cost of the Oklahoma State Fair and the Home and Garden Show.  This report reflects the costs for labor, travel, booth, promotional item costs.  The Oklahoma State fair total costs were $15,642.99 and the Home and Garden Show total costs were $5,970.64.  After discussion with several employee participants, she truly felt the better target audience was at the Home and Garden shows because these were actually home owners or people in rent homes that anticipated doing something with their homes.  We had a great deal of people who stopped to talk to us at the Home and Garden show.  The Oklahoma State Fair did not have many inquiries.  
Mr. West thought the Home and Garden shows better accomplish our mission.  He said the Oklahoma State Fair and the Tulsa State Fair are both 11 days of very labor intensive work.  We had virtually every person in the Agency involved for 12 to 14 hours at a time.  Mr. West thought we were getting more out of the Home and Garden show and suggested we target four per year.  He thought it would be a better investment to just do the Home and Garden shows.  
Mr. Shea said this was the first year, and we are still in a learning process.  He thought Mr. West presented something pretty significant here.   Mr. Barlow had a question on the wage calculations because a lot of the cost is on regular work days.  He was wondering if these wages actually paid all of them, or since they were not working in the office, we are attributing that to the show.  Mr. West affirmed. Mr. Barlow stated it seemed to him that half or so of the wage costs are not actual costs.  Mr. Barlow thought since we just got the RFP for assistance for developing a marketing plan, he thought the board should not decide at this time.  Part of the whole marketing plan advisement we will get on these items.  He would like for them to tell us whether or not to go to the fair or the garden show.  
Mr. Mitchell Hort commented that the fair may not be the best venue to attend.  He thought the Home and Garden show might be the best venue because those people are looking at doing something to their homes. 

Ms. Schweitzer wanted to thank Mr. Mitchell Hort for providing a poster depicting our license for display at the shows.   

Mr. Shea didn’t think the Board needed a vote on this item.  

IT AUDIT EXIT REPORT
Mr. West presented the IT Audit, which he indicated would be a part of the discussion in executive session.  Mr. West and staff wrote the corrective action plan and submitted the information back to the Auditor’s office.  In the final document, the auditors look at your final plan and make comments about what you left out of the corrective action plan.   There were no comments to us about our plan which is a very good indication that everything that we set in motion for correction or have plans for correction was acceptable to them as a solution.  We will review again in six months.

SUMMARY: The purpose of these rules is to incorporate the 2006 International Plumbing Code, 2006 International Fuel Gas Code, and the plumbing portion of the 2006 International residential Code as the minimum standard for the installation of plumbing in Oklahoma where no ordinance or regulation of a governmental subdivision applies in 158:1-3-4 and in 158:30-9-1; to reference the current standard of installation in 158:30-1-2; To change the physical address 
of the Construction Industries Board in 158:30-13-2; and to reference current code in 158:30-13-3.
Mr. Casey Davis stated the purpose of this change is to adopt the new state standard for Installation and all the references to that standard throughout our rules, and it also changes our address for the hearings for the Appeals Board that still had the Health Department addressed in the rules.

Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked whether there been any comments provided to the office concerning these proposed rules.  Ms. Jeanne Britt replied, “No.”
Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked members of the public for any comments about these proposed rules.  

The question was asked since this is regulation how does that actually affect the law?

Mr. West replied stated that it establishes the Plumbing Code where no ordinance or regulation of a governmental subdivision applies.  Mr. Carl Phillips stated he presumed that the CIB would adopt an 2006 code.  His only problem is that this Board is adopting a code that we have not seen yet.  He thought that the Board would adopt that code in full, but his problem was adopting something that we have not seen.  Ms. Jeannette LaMar asked whether we could just say, “The most current code adopted for the current code cycle? Rather, than naming a certain code?”

Ms. Patricia Schweitzer stated the legislator’s feel that would be too much power in the hands of the agency and they prefer we adopt the codes as they come due.  
Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked for board comments.  
Mr. Ronnie Nutt thought Mr. Phillips brought up a good point.  Why are we adopting something we haven’t even seen?  Mr. West said the Plumbing Committee will see them before these rules go into effect.  Mr. Nutt asked if we were obligated to accept a new code.  Mr. West replied, he didn’t think we were obligated to accept a new code, he thought it was our obligation to the public to try and remain with the most current written code.  Mr. Nutt asked, even if some parts are good and bad?  Mr. West stated there were parts of every code that are both good and bad, but these are all national standards.  Mr. Jerry King said, “The industry has followed the national preliminaries so there shouldn’t be anything that is just a total surprise to anyone.  We send people to the code hearings and we have a book that shows what was approved and what was not approved from those hearings.  He has read some of those; he has not read all of them.  We are now dealing with time constraints getting these codes adopted and that is the reason we are doing this in the time frames that we are doing it so we could get it in place early in the code cycle.  Actually it will be four or five months into the code cycle.  The other side is if we don’t do it now when the old code cycle is over, and we wait until next year, then we are behind. Mr. Hort stated that in the future he would like to see the Committee recommend this before we vote on it.  Mr. West stated the Committee did vote to recommend this code change.  Mr. West stated our books will be coming in within the next couple of weeks.   Mr. Bruce Stokke stated that if we did not adopt this code it might affect our reciprocal agreement with other states that have adopted the 2006 code.  It could put us at a disadvantage if we are working under a different code cycle and they know that, then they won’t accept our licenses in their state.  We have an agreement with them, and we accept theirs.  
Mr. Casey Davis stated to the Chairman that the appropriate motion at this point in time would be to adopt the proposed permanent rules to Title 158 of the Oklahoma Administrative Code Chapter (30)

SUMMARY: The rule change provides a change of the principal office address of the Construction Industries Board, and incorporates the International Mechanical Code/2006, International Gas Code/2006, and the International residential Code/2006, (Chapters 12 through 24) as the minimum standard for mechanical work in Oklahoma.

Mr. Casey Davis stated this rule change updates the codes to the most current, and upholds all the references to them, and changes the principal address.

Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked whether there been any comments provided to the office concerning these proposed rules.  Ms. Jeanne Britt replied, “No.”
Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked members of the public for any comments about these proposed rules.  Ms. LaMar stated she thought there would be confusion among contractors if there should be a delay in adopting these codes.
Acting Chairman Larry Shea asked for board comments.  Mr. Hort said he thought the board ought to review the documents before they send it to us as well.  He said the committee should review the document 2006 before making a recommendation to us.  Mr. West stated this code has not been published until about a week ago.  They approved the rules and will be holding meetings in March and in May prior to the actual adoption of the legislature.  Ms. Schweitzer stated there were members of the committee that attended the code meetings and bring back information that will be in the code.   The committee voted on that specific information.  The Electrical code is adopted in August or September which makes it easy for us to see the code and vote on it.  The Plumbing and Mechanical code change come out only after the first of the year and makes it more difficult for us to review the actual document.

LEGISLATIVE ISSUES
Ms. Patricia Schweitzer reviewed issues still floating out there that could potentially affect the Construction Industries Board.
