CALL TO ORDER:
Larry Shea, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 1:30 p.m. in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETING ACT:

This meeting of the Construction Industries Board changed from October 11th to begin at 1:30 p.m. on this 8th day of November 2006, has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.

Further, this meeting was preceded by an advance public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State by computer on October 14, 2005, specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened. 
With the exception of confidential matters to be discussed during an executive session, this meeting will be and is open to the public.

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 45 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS

Mr. Boyd West introduced Mr. Robert Soder, representing the Mechanical Contractors, replacing Mr. Jack Kurle.  He then introduced the board members to Mr. Soder.  Mr. West showed the board members the tribute plaque made for Mr. Kurle’s family.  Mr. West wanted board representatives to join him to present this plaque to Mrs. Kurle in the near future at one of the PHCC meetings held in the Tulsa.  He asked Ms. Jeannette LaMar to help let that meeting up so the Chairman could then present the plaque to Mrs. Kurle.  We are going to start a photo gallery of past-chairman on the north wall of the board room.  He didn’t know whose picture would go up first, Mr. Kurle or the first picture of Mr. Larry Shea.  

Mr. West shared the media Bill Board schedule and radio announcement schedule with the board members.  Mr. West showed the Board members the display we would be using for trade shows as well as brochures and insert material.  He added that our website is up and running with www.chooselicensedcontractors.ok.gov, which links into our website.  We had some query problems at first, but we worked to fix that problem with GL Suite staff.  
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We have not received the release date on the A.G.’s opinion.  Mr. Rick Denny stated the final opinion conference on that opinion has been concluded.  He was present for the decision but he could not reveal the decision until the Attorney General actually puts the signature on the paper.  It is in the process of being approved right now.  He would expect that to be out in the next week or two.  As soon as he receives notice that it is completed, he will discriminate that information to the administrator and to Jeanne and she will get that information out to the board members.  
Mr. West stated through Mr. Denny, we have stepped up our collection efforts on citations.  We recently sent out 343 severely past due fine letters and to date have collected an additional $14,810.  Our total citation collections from January 1, 2004 through June 30, 2006, which is a year and one half out of 1,442 citations issued, 1,181 citations were paid and 261 citations remain unpaid.  Our collection rate is now at 82%.  He is really happy with the efforts to get the fines collected.  Many of the citations issued of the 261 which remain uncollected are people that are unlicensed, illegal’s and people from out of state.  Mr. Denny will be diligent in sending out the letters from the Attorney General’s office indicating they must pay.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. Boyd West turned this item over to Mr. Shea and Mr. Sam Abraham.  It has been requested by a board member to receive the financial statement in a different format.  Part of the request was a balance sheet that included an accrual method of accounting practices.  The state only works on a cash basis, but Mr. Abraham worked it out to provide as much of the requested information on the balance sheet rather than the accrual.  Mr. Abraham asked for any questions.  Mr. Shea commented that he and Sam had already spoken about this and they will make a few more changes.  Instead of operating profit it will be operating income.  We do not profit.  We will combine the chief and the field and office support as one, and the Administration will be all above the supervisors and the field and office support.  He thought this would give the board a better feel for where we are at.  This is a similar financial statement that he uses in his office.  He knows exactly where he is at year to date.  He thought this was a better tool to know how the expenses and income derive from.  Mr. West said we had projected that we were going into our reserve fund to the tune of $200,000.   Mr. West added that $250,000 of this $492,000 is the media campaign and the rest is the amount that we had projected that we were going into our reserve fund with budgetary expenditures.  Mr. West said we are building information from GL Suites to determine our status of the licensing people.  Mr. Hort stated the changes in the financial report make it a lot easier to see where we are at.   Mr. West stated that all of our fixed expenses are encumbered at the beginning of the fiscal year, and spent down.  We will go through July 1 to December without spending some of that money.  The pre-paid expenses for our service level agreements for software and hardware; Compsource, Insurance, etc. come once a year.  They are encumbered but we don’t spend it until January.  
LEGISLATIVE ISSUES
Ms. Patricia Schweitzer stated she didn’t have anything new to offer.  The rules are being run through the committees currently.  The changes in the Plumbing are the emergency rules and a request by one of the board members to add the display of the license number on advertising contracts and bids.  This would exclude uniforms and any promotional items.  This will go through the Mechanical committee tomorrow.  The Mechanical Committee has confirmed the emergency rule and adds “Mechanical apprentices must be under the direct supervision of a licensed Mechanical contractor or journeyman while engaged in mechanical work.”  The same provision of the display of the license number on advertising contracts and bids and a continuing education discussion will be on their agenda.   The Electrical only has the emergency refinery journeyman license with some adjustments to it.  Mr. West added the Plumbing Committee voted to participate in the study for mandatory apprentice education requirements.  That will also be discussed with the Mechanical committee tomorrow.  
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Mr. West stated the General Contractor Licensing taskforce has had three meetings.  Mr. Liston and Mr. Burton are members of the taskforce also.  They have just listened to gather information and answered questions about this agency and how we function.  There are still arguments about whether they want to participate in state licensing.  The home builders have been pretty much for licensing until they talked with the Arkansas group.  The Arkansas group complained that there were problems with administration of inspections in the rural areas.  One of the issues is the fact that there is no regulation in the rural areas of Oklahoma.  They would like to have some type of permitting and inspection and code administration in the outlying areas.  After the meeting, someone asked Mr. West if an inspection program would give him any heart burn.  He replied, no.   He thought there would be several ways to set that inspection program up.  We could administer it very well.  The method of funding would have to be researched to determine how much permits and inspection fees would need to be.  It is a doable project and it does not cause us any discomfort as for as implementation.  The Residential contractors are having another meeting on Monday with the General contractors to put forth some of the issues they would like to resolve in the language in the licensing act.  Maybe we could discuss further the objectives they want to achieve in regulation are not going to be achieved through their certification programs they are still considering.  There is no regulatory agency or control over a certification program which by the way is only open to their membership.  Their membership does not include every person that hangs his shingle out.  Licensing is an agency with the type of regulation that they need, if that is the way they want to go.
