CALL TO ORDER:
Larry Shea, Chairman, called the special meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 1:30 p.m. in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETING ACT:

This meeting of the Construction Industries Board to begin at 1:30 p.m. on this 25th day of April 2007 has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.

Further, this meeting was preceded by an advance public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State by computer on April 12, 2007, specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened.
With the exception of confidential matters to be discussed during an executive session, this meeting will be and is open to the public.

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 45 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

FEE INCREASE
Mr. Larry Shea reported that Mr. West discovered that the cap on license renewals was $200 although the initial license could go to $300, and that would not generate a lot of income.  Mr. Shea asked Mr. West to contact Senator Coates to find out where SB45 was in the process.  Mr. West indicated that SB45 is back in the Senate and the title has been stricken so when the Senate turns down the proposed amendment from the House it will automatically go to conference committee. Mr. West has had calls from Senate and House staff members in reference in the proposed fee increase.  He thought it would be pretty remote if Senator Coates raises the cap on the renewal.  We have to plan for other courses of action that we do have the authority to take.  There is a proposal from our Financial Director with a change in fees for the contractors at $200 and raising the journeymen from $50 to $75 and raising the apprentice renewals from $20 to $30.  This will produce for us a smaller surplus, but it still produces a surplus to get back on track with the budget.  This will produce approximately $240,000.  This is a consideration that was reviewed previously.  

Mr. Shea suggested that the budget committee meet again.  Mr. Barlow indicated that this is something that we didn’t want to do that may look like we may have to do, and he thought we should also look at other ideas including reducing staff.  If the budget is a crisis that has to be dealt with and we start looking at things we don’t want to do, then we need to look at all the things we don’t want to do and take all options under consideration.  Mr. Darr suggested raising the apprentice registration to $50.

Mr. Jerry King thought it was important to notify the Industry before we make those kinds of changes.  He wanted to know if we followed through with the idea of plan review and coming up with a fee for inspections done that does not involve a jurisdiction, or permits.  He was not aware of any jurisdiction that would do a free inspection, and that is what we are offering right now.  If we make people outside a jurisdiction aware that a permit is needed and charge for inspections.  He indicated that there were a lot of large jobs out there outside jurisdictions, and he thought we needed to look at that as an optional means of revenue.

Mr. Rick Denny stated once we have started the rulemaking process and file intent for rulemaking based on the Board’s decision then there will be opportunity for the Industry to respond and make public comments pursuant to a notice of rulemaking intent.
