CALL TO ORDER:

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE WITH THE OPEN MEETING ACT:

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 45 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS
Mr. Boyd West reported the Apprenticeship sub-committees will meet on September 13th as the joint Mechanical and Plumbing sub-committee. The members of this sub-committee are Larry Butler, Chuck Fitch, Mike Liston, Tommy O’Donnell, Jim George, Carl Phillips, David Hames, Danny Hancock, Tom Owen, Kyle Bellmon, John Boyce, Timothy Davis, and Perry Sneed.

The Electrical Apprenticeship sub-committee will meet on September 19, 2007.   The members of this sub-committee are Joe Hutmacher, Bert Wiens, Mike Burton, Johnny Southwell, Greg Ramsey, Tim Yaciuk, Paul Baker, and Jim Bullington.

The field investigators were in the office for training and to discuss issues raised at the Board retreat.  No field investigator from this agency has enrolled or taken a Spanish class.  Mr. Wiens has just enrolled in a Spanish class which has not yet started.  
Chairman Larry Shea introduced the two new board members, Mr. Keith Miller, Inspector, City of Sallisaw; and Mr. Glen Boyd, Mechanical Engineer.  
REPORTS

Mr. Boyd West referred to the report from 2007 number of licensees compared to number of licensees age 55 and over, which was prepared for the board to review. 

MONTHLY TEST PASS/FAIL RATE; CITATIONS; CONTACTS
Mr. West indicated that there didn’t seem to be a drop in the number of applicants for testing. There was concern expressed about the pass/fail rate percentages and if we have done something about it.  When the new testing vendor got the contract, all the committee members reviewed each question in the data base and rated them as to difficulty.  The unlimited mechanical test is by far the most complicated test and that is where we are sometimes seeing some of the lower scores.  
FINANCIAL REPORT
There were no questions regarding the financial report.

LEGISLATIVE REPORT
Ms. Schweitzer reported they were working on the 30-day insurance cancellation notification in our rules.  Additionally, they are considering some administrative changes in the continuing education. 

One issue of concern was raised about enforcement and code standards in the Plumbing Licensing Act and if we are continuing to try change the Plumbing statues to match the other licensing acts.  
Some of those issues were listed in SB 45 and we will take that language back to the legislature next session which will make the adjustment in the Plumbing Licensing Act and bring it more consistently in line with the other two licensing acts.
INSURANCE COSTS FOR 2008
Mr. Chuck Harryman reported that the insurance increase for the Construction Industries Board would be only 9%.  The cost for insurance was $281,000 last year and will increase to $306,000 next year.  We budgeted for a 15% increase but we will not make any changes to the financials until January 1, 2008.

MEDICAL GAS STATUTES
Mr. West brought the medical gas subject up to the Plumbing Committee and they had a lengthy discussion while reviewing the Texas Plumbing Statute.  The Plumbing committee decided to approach the Mechanical Committee because they have statutory authority in the Mechanical Licensing Act, to ask for an exception for plumbers to be able to perform the same type of medical gas piping, which would be easier to achieve in the legislature.   It would require a statutory change of the definitions in the mechanical and plumbing work.  

Mr. Rick Denny stated there were two or three issues.  One issue is the Plumbing Licensing Act does not allow categories of licensing.  If you want to do medical gas certification under the Plumbing Licensing Act, it makes it difficult to create that separate category.  Another issue that became apparent when researching the Texas statute is that the definition for plumbing clearly defines “medical gas.”   In Oklahoma’s Plumbing statute the definition is not there.  The statute is very limited in its definition as water, drainage, drainage venting, disposal, sewage, radiate floor heating, etc.  Nothing in the statute implies “medical gas.”  It would require a statutory change just to defend challenges to the license when you get into licensing certification.  There is some cross over between the Mechanical and Plumbing statues with regard to medical gas.  The Mechanical definition pertains to “natural gas” which is a specific type of gas which is different from “medical gas.”  We need to get some statutory clean up language and loop it back to the plumbing definition to make those fit. 

Ms. Schweitzer reported the Plumbing Examiners Committee continues to resist the idea of categories in the Plumbing Licensing Act.  They would like to see “medical gas,” but would like to get there without opening the Licensing Act to a category.  They wanted to place it in the Mechanical Act and insert an exception for plumbers.  
Mr. Bruce Stokke indicated that if they placed “medical gas” under the Plumbing Act then they would have to place “medical gas” in the test to get a plumbing license.  
Mr. Denny’s advise to the policymakers that if they try to amend the Plumbing definition to include “medical gas” and “natural gas,” anything that requires testing under the Plumbing License probably needs to be justified under the definition of the trade.  If you open up the test to something that is not in the definition of Plumbing then you are going open yourself up at some point to a challenge to an exam score, license, or certification.  
Mr. West stated that we would not have a “medical gas” exam.  Medical gas is a certification and that would provide evidence of competency to hold the license in the State of Oklahoma for medical gas.  We would add an acceptance of certification in the statute.  We need to explain it properly in the legislative intent of the seriousness and competency in installing medical gas piping.  He also stated the third party inspections should be under the guidelines of NFPA-99C.
LANGUAGE TRAINING FOR FIELD STAFF
Mr. Chuck Harryman found a class at Metro Tech in Oklahoma City offering to customize a Spanish class to our specific needs.  They recommended 18 hours of instruction at $125.00 per student, at our office, in three sessions, one day per week for three weeks.  The materials include a 64-page instruction manual, CD, etc. tailored to our specific needs.  We have at least 12 staff members interested in learning Spanish.  
Mr. Soder spent six months in language classes trying to speak a foreign language for a trip he was taking.  Once he got over there, he did not understand anything.  They talk faster, they talk in dialects that you can’t understand, and it was very difficult to learn a new language.  He thought it would be very difficult to learn another language in a very short period of time.  He thought we should research electronic translators.  

Mr. Burton said these people are doing the work and we need to communicate with them.  Mr. Nutt was opposed to the classes.  Mr. Barlow thought our inspectors were at a disadvantage not being able to understand the language.  Mr. King suggested a program for the laptops so the inspectors could type out their questions which would be translated to Spanish.

CIB MINUTES FORMAT
Mr. Barlow thought the minutes should be a summary of what was discussed so that board members or members of the public can see what was discussed and understand it.
