FY 2009 CIB BUDGET
Mr. Larry Shea indicated that in order to get to a zero based budget the committee had to do some additional trimming to get there.  There was an electrical position that was being budgeted although it had not been filled and that position was eliminated.  When the mechanical supervisor position came open we decided if the position was filled from within then we would not post the field investigator position.  If it was filled without, then that position would still be there.  Mr. Jim George stated that he met with Third Degree and most of that $100,000 was not used for the second year contract.  He thought there was about $78,000 left from the contract.  Mr. George indicated that the previous administration did not continue with the contract.  Mr. Shea noted that the mileage has been changed from 2500 miles to 2800 miles per month.  The federal mileage rate will be going up.

FUND BALANCE TARGET/GOAL FOR CIB YEARLY BUDGET

Mr. Barlow stated at the end of every year we do not spend every dollar that we have.  We have our budget and we spend what we need to spend and we make sure that we have some left over and we do that for a reason.  What is the reason?  We want money there in case we have a bad collection year.  We want to have extra money as the membership of the trades’ declines then the revenue declines.  What do we need to have this carryover money for?  A history of the processed licenses was shared with the board.  How much money is necessary to accomplish that goal?  That is how we get to how much money that we carryover from year to year enough to accomplish that goal.  In his opinion, we found that agencies carryover nine months to a year of revenue from year to year when agencies do not get the same amount of revenue every year.  They received higher revenue one year and lower revenue the next year.  They were worried about having inconsistent revenue from year to year that went up and down.  Our situation is declining revenue in general and we need to protect against it.  We don’t have to worry about getting revenue only one time a year.  He thought a six month reserve calculated at 50% of the previous year’s expenditures would be a sufficient goal for us to reserve.  That will change from year to year.   We need to know what we need so when we get to that point we can hit the panic button.

CITY OF TULSA’S POWER-UP
Mr. Rick Denny stated there was a meeting at the Governor’s office on April 15th.  Lisa Davis represented the Governor’s office, the City of Tulsa was represented by the Mayor and other administrative staff, and Mr. Ashwood from Emergency Management was there as well.  The CIB withdrew its open record request to the City of Tulsa to discuss the matter around the table.  There was a lot of policy discussed back and forth.  An informal agreement was reached to go forward and try to find some sort of organization to work with in the future to prevent what appears to have happened in Tulsa from happening again.  Mr. Shea left the meeting with the idea that the Office of Emergency Management and the CIB will be working together to try to formulate a Disaster Recovery Plan of which we would have contractors under contract to provide services in all parts of the state instead of any particular area.  Apparently, industry did not respond to disaster requests because communications went down hill really quick.  He did participate in a couple of conference calls and he expressed his concern that licensed contractors be used.  The City of Tulsa did explain why they did what they did.  It would be difficult to pursue the matter any further.  The Office of Emergency Management informed us that he had the authority to issue reciprocity on another states’ license under emergency conditions and does the approval.  Mr. Denny said under the Emergency Management Compact with other states that compact and the provisions of that compact would trump the emergency provision that is in place right now under the Electrical Licensing Act.  Mr. Hort suggested involving the Inspectors in a Disaster Recovery Plan.  

INSPECTOR COMMITTEE’S FUTURE 
Mr. Hutmacher was not present.  Mr. Jerry King stated as one of the representatives for Inspectors on this board he read a memo from Mr. Hutmacher which stated he was dissatisfied with the quality of inspections and the qualifications of the Inspectors in certain towns.  He didn’t think it was focused on small towns or large towns.  He thought Mr. Hutmacher’s intent was to start the process rolling to eliminate the inspectors committee.  Mr. King has a problem with that because the Inspector’s Committee has tried to work with the Electrical Committee and the Plumbing Committee over the past few years and the reason they had this dialogue was to have the wording from the Electrical Licensing Act and the Plumbing Licensing Act which both have language that deal with the qualifications of Inspectors.  That language does not belong in the Electrical Licensing Act or the Plumbing Licensing Act; it belongs in the Inspectors Licensing Act.  The Inspector’s Committee tried in the past to talk to both committees in attempt to get that language relinquished over to the Inspectors Licensing Act.  As it stands right now Mr. Hutmacher has indicated the Inspectors Committee has not acted at all and has failed to do their job.  How can they do their job if it is not under the scope of their licensing Act and under someone else’s?  Mr. King believes it all has to do with qualifications of Inspectors.   The Inspector’s Committee proposed an Academy so we would not have these unqualified inspectors all over the state regardless if it was a small or larger jurisdiction.  In an Academy there would be training available to them and everything would be under this Inspectors Committee.  Neither the Electrical nor the Plumbing trades committees would agree to that.  Mr. Richard Denny stated this committee is not geared like the other hearing boards for Electrical and Plumbing. There is no hearing board for this committee.  There is no statute that establishes a hearing board; there are no rules in place to tell how to go through procedurally to prosecute these 1039 offenses.  Either you need additional statutory language or go through some type of rulemaking procedure to implement 1039. Mr. Shea will see that we have a meeting with the Inspectors and the other committees to have a round table discussion to find a starting point to hash out the issues. The Inspectors committee can not be abolished.  
We will schedule a meeting after an administrator is hired.

DRAFT PROPOSAL AGREEMENT WITH OK.GOV
Mr. George presented a proposal from OK. GOV to have on-line renewals.  Ms. Katie Meadows with OK.Gov was present to answer any questions.  This will allow the licensees to go on-line and process their annual registrations and licenses.  This is the first draft so there will be a number of revisions before we get to the final proposal.  This is essentially just an agreement to do the services; the next phase will actually be the documentation of technical specifications, aka an actual blueprint to the actual project.  Mr. Barlow said this would put us in the 21st century.  We could have a convenience fee because they charge per transaction.  The other question was what would it cost us to build it out?  We don’t have a Web site with the capabilities to do all of this, and in our discussions all of that is at no cost.  We get that whole web presence to renew licenses unless we ask them to do something extraordinary and then they will give us a quote on it. A number of agencies use this system and ended up saving money over time and they were able to quit charging the convenience fee to the users who were using it.  All major credit cards will be used.  All information will be housed in OK.Gov database.  So if we need to work on a job where we exchange the data we can definitely set that up.  The licensee can also pay online at this office.
