REPORTS
FINANCIAL REPORT

Riley Shaull presented the financial report and asked for any questions.  Both the income and expenses are up.  The department numbers are changing along with the Home Inspectors as they come on board so they can track expenses more easily, and each fund will be tied to its individual department.  It will also allow him to run reports.  
PLUMBING DIVISION REPORT
Mr. Jim George gave an extensive report for his division from around the state.  

ELECTRICAL DIVISION REPORT
Mr. Bert Wiens gave an extensive report for his division from around the state.

Mr. Wiens has a meeting set up with the Corporation Commission on June 17th at 10:00 a.m. in the Supreme Court Building in reference to oil field and gas leases.  Mr. Larry Shea wanted Bert to take one of the Committee members with him to this meeting.  

HOME INSPECTORS
Mr. Rick Denny stated SB2131 passed this session which moves the Home Inspectors from the Oklahoma State Department of Health to the Construction Industries Board.  We are currently working on emergency rules so by the time the Act goes into effect we should be ready to submit those rules.  SB2131 does have an emergency clause which makes it affective July 1, 2008; however, the particular provisions that deal with the Construction Industries Board in granting the board jurisdiction has an effective date of November 1, 2008.  The agency has done a good job in getting a head start in making sure the rules are put in place.  Others have been talking with the committee that is coming over and looking into the different contractual requirements that will be necessary during the move.  Mr. Jim George offered a suggestion to contract out an investigator to do investigations for complaints.  Mr. Denny suggested the CIB set up a transition team so everything is up-to-date when the deadline approaches.  
Mr. Fred Ayers introduced representatives from the Organization of Home Inspectors who attended this meeting.  They have a broad spectrum of people who are Home Inspectors and actively pursuing Home Inspection as a form of income.  It is Orica’s primary concern for standardization for that effort throughout the state.  They have adopted the state standard of practice.  We want to represent ourselves as a professional organization concerned about the future of our trade in the state of Oklahoma.  We also want to participate in any way we can for a positive transition of this committee.  He thought being with the Construction Industries Board would give them a resource and knowledge and growth to their trade.  November 1st will be here soon and we pledge to work closely with the CIB to accomplish this task of transition.  
DIRECTING THE TRADES COMMITTEES TO CONSIDER AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS REGARDING DRAFT EMERGENCY OR PERMANENT RULES FOR DISHONORED CHECKS PURSUANT TO SB 45.
This item is for review for rulemaking on dishonored checks.  This item is the initial consideration the agency is taking of potential rules.  We should have a procedure to make sure the licensee is not out there with a license when their checks bounce.   This rule provides an administrative fee for a dishonored check.  The attorney needs to check to see what is available for bad payment or non-payment.  SB 45 states when a payment is made by check or fees and the check is not paid by the bank on which drawn for any reason, such license or registration issued at that time shall be invalid.  The Chairman wanted to refer these rules to the appropriate committees.

EMERGENCY OR PERMANENT RULES FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF MINIMUM STANDARDS OF PLUMBING INSTALLATION THROUGHOUT THE STATE PURSUANT TO SB 45

This item is something Mr. Ronnie Nutt has been talking about for some time since there is no statewide standard for Plumbing Inspectors.  The committee will be coming back with a standard on this item.  

EMERGENCY OR PERMANENT RULES FOR THE FOR BACKGROUND CHECK FOR LIENSED/REGISTERED ELECTRICIAN ALARM INSTALLERS PURSUANT TO SB45.
If someone is late on their taxes and has a felony for that, someone has to look at that.  Obviously, if someone has a felony for breaking and entering, or kidnapping, or rape, or someone along those lines, this is the type of person that the rules were made to keep them out of private homes.  We found a good set of rules from out of state that we want to use as a model and they will be available in the near future.   The Electrical committee is already working on that.  
AGENCY’S STUDY OF REVISIING CONTINUING EDUCATION UNITS, STANDARDS, REQUIREMENTS PURSUANT TO SB 45.
The continuing education changes if you added in the last permanent rulemaking, this went into effect since those were submitted, the legislature has essentially removed all the requirements of continuing education and has left it to the agency as to what continuing education means.  Now this agency can go back to determine whatever number of hours it wants, whatever standards it wants, whatever location.  They have essentially removed all the guidelines and left them up to the agency.   It is this board’s decision to continue on with what you have in place or to go forward and create some new continuing education requirements.  The board is no longer required to keep the education to code revisions or certain additions.  But you will have to do something to change that because the rules in place right now require code revisions.  You will have to do some rulemaking to change that requirement and submit new standards.  We need to get started on it.   Mr. Burton thought we needed to protect the quality of the work.  Mr. Nutt said just going through code updates is boring and anyone can read those.  We have got to remember the people who are paying the bills, and not just for the purpose of reciprocity.  Mr. Soder stated he finds younger journeymen who would rather have the education; the older ones don’t care much about it.   It is important if we can get education.  But, just code education is a very boring thing to go through in his opinion.  Mr. King said we want to expand in areas that we can do a training session on “venting a gas appliance” or “gas pipe sizing” or whatever the case may be other than just looking through the code to find a bolded line to find a change.   
LEGISLATURE’S ABOLISHIMENT OF THE OFFICE OF CERTAIN MEMBERS OF THE CONSTRUCTION INDUSTREIS BOARD UNDER 2131
Beginning July 1, 2008 the Board shall be composed of seven (7) members appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate.    The positions eliminated are the licensed professional engineer; the lay person; and the representative of a statewide organization of cities and towns.
