ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS
Mr. Nathan Powell reported on the following subjects:

SAVE Program Status

State Agencies are required under HB-1804 (2007) to procure an affidavit from certain applicants, including our license applicants, verifying that the applicant is lawfully in the United States. The affidavit is now part of our application process.

Any applicant who submits an affidavit must be verified through the “Systematic Alien Verification for Entitlements program operated by the Department of Homeland Security. We have been working with homeland security to establish our access to the system but as yet have not been able to start using the system.  However, we have received the forms required to get us set up and will process them as quickly as we can, depending on the computer person.
Legislation

I’ve included in your notebook a sheet with a status report on several bills currently in process at the legislature. The bills either mention the Construction Industries Board or have a potential impact on our licensees. I would call your attention to two bills that I’m still watching closely. HB-1004 by Representative Morgan is expected to be amended to contain a provision establishing an apprentice ratio for application only with respect to the refinery mechanical journeyman license. 

SB-1182 by Senator Brogdon and Representative Jordan creates the Oklahoma Uniform Building Code Commission. I’ve enclosed a copy for your review. 

Statewide Licensing System 

Last month, I reported on finalizing work with our licensing system vendor, G.L. Suite to get a contract in place that will bridge the gap between our current status and the automated statewide licensing system that is currently being pursued by the Office of State Finance. Members of the staff have been working with representative of the Office of State Finance and other agencies to develop the RFP. I met with the team that is working on this last week. This is work by the potential users of the system, we are still a long way from having something issues and beginning to see responses, demonstration sessions etc.

Audit

Riley Shaull and I had our opening conference with Representatives of the State Auditor on our FY-2008 annual audit on March 31. 

Parking

Access to convenient parking for our customers is becoming more difficult. A substantial part of the parking lot is closed, and there is no concrete response as to when it will be repaired. We have many licensees that have to do business across our counter. They are very likely to be driving a company truck or other larger vehicle and be trying to get their business done between service calls or on the way to a supplier. This situation is inconvenient, time consuming and potentially hazardous. We have made inquiries of the property managers about possible remedies, but have no effective solutions from them at this time. We’ve made preliminary contact with State Properties to inquire about alternative space should we be unable to resolve these issues.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. Riley Shaull reported that the Home Inspector funds from the Health Department have all been transferred for about $238,000.  The revenues were above expenses for March.  Mr. Shaull suggested the Budget committee start meeting.   Mr. Shaull said they projected $2.5 million and we received $2,578,009 in revenue and so far the expenditures were $2,501,385.  
FIELD REPORTS:

PLUMBING

Mr. Jim George went to a conference in Alabama and attended a “Green Building” seminar.  This included all areas of Land Conservation, Water Conservation, Material resource Conservation, energy efficiency, fossil fuel conservation, and indoor and outdoor air quality.  Green building is the thing of the future.  They went to the American National Standards Institute to develop the standards for this program.  .  Mr. Shea asked about the points for the Green Building.  Mr. George said they were given for certain levels which are Bronze, Silver, Gold, and Emerald.  The more points you get the more savings you will have on your tax credits.  Mr. George said the Conference was very worth while to attend.  Mr. George reported on day to day activities for his division
MECHANICAL
Mr. Gary Kirk reported on day to day activities for his division.  He the board the mechanical division pass/fail rates were for each test area.  He said they might want to look at the National Gas journeyman test.  Mr. Liston wanted to know about the multiple tests the same day.  PSI said they could do that manually.   We will check into that.
