CALL TO ORDER:
Larry Shea, Chairman, called the special meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 10:00 a.m.  in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

This Special meeting of the Construction Industries Board, scheduled to begin at 10:00 a.m. on this 11th day of May, 2009, has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.
Further, this meeting was preceded by an advance public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State by Computer specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened.

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 45 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

Read aloud this 11th day of May 2009.

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS

Mr. Nathan Powell shared a list and status of bills currently be considered in the legislature.  HB1004 represented by Representative Morgan is expected to be amended to contain a provision establishing an apprentice ratio for application only with respect to refinery and mechanical journeymen.  You may recall that bill was initially filed by Representative Morgan to deal with the issue of Artic Temp an Oklahoma Manufacturer that installs refrigeration boxes.  Also SB 1182 by Senator Brogdon creates the Oklahoma Building Code Commission and Mr. Powell provided copies for the Board’s review and said that Mike Ervin would be with us later to discuss the issues.  SB645 made some amendments to the Home Inspectors Licensing Act went to the Governor Friday for signature.  Also included in the packet is SB 306 which contains requirements that any entity that issues building permits shall before issuance of a residential building permit obtain a certificate of insurance from the appropriate insurer that the contractor has general liability insurance in an amount required by other construction trade contractors licensed by the Construction Industries Board and that the contractor has workers compensation insurance or a workers’ compensation exemption verification document.  The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, also known as the stimulus bill states in order to become eligible for certain grants, the state must certify that they have applicable units of local government that have authority to adopt building codes, will implement the following.  The document then lays out the requirements for residential building, commercial building, and requires a plan to achieve compliance with those codes in at least 90 percent of new and renovated residential and commercial building space.  The Oklahoma State Energy office houses the Department of Commerce which has been allocated $46 million dollars to be funded in three rounds with grants to run until March 2012.  The RFP was released on April 10 with a April 26th deadline.  Mr. Powell received information on this RFP on April 23rd.  The proposal was delivered on time with a proposal of $2.4 million dollars to be expended by March 2012 to advance the energy initiative.  
Mr. Powell clarified that the insurance in SB306 will be to the municipalities.  

PRESENTATION
Mr. Nathan Powell presented Pam Parks with her 20 year pin.  He stated with 20 years of state service she is most deserving and wanted to congratulate her on her work.

RECESS

Board members Mike Liston and Robert Soder arrived at the board meeting after being confirmed by the legislature to continue their terms of service to the Construction Industries Board.
SB1182
Mr. Nathan Powell mentioned this bill in his report this morning.  He asked Mr. Mike Ervin to attend this meeting to discuss the bill.  Mr. Mike Ervin, Executive Director of PHCC, said he was here to talk about SB1182 which creates the Oklahoma Uniform Code Commission.  He stated what you have before you is pretty close to a final bill.  He has taken this bill to Senate staff and they have changed some provisions which are not substantive.  The summary of the bill actually creates the code commission at the Construction Industries Board and be appointed by the Governor with advise and consent of Senate for eight (8) members with an additional three (3) members by Fire Marshal, CIB Board, and Labor Commissioner.  This commission would adopt all building codes for the State of Oklahoma, both commercial and residential.  
If the Construction Industries Board had a problem with a code adopted by the Commission, then this Board would be able to increase the standard in the industries that the board regulates and make those codes more stringent.  The Board would not be able to make any code less stringent.  The Code Commission could adopt a code in any form it desires.  So the code could be less stringent than the National Code.  Mr. Nutt would like to see a cost conscious person on the commission to let the commission know how much it costs to implement some of those changes.  It could add at least 20% cost and you cannot vouch for every one of them being a safety code, but just preferences.  Mr. Ervin stated the Commission’s task is to set a minimum code.  Mr. Ervin would like to ask the Board to endorse the bill, and ask the Administrator to provide any assistance in the rulemaking.
