CALL TO ORDER:
Larry Shea, Chairman, called the special meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 1:30 p.m.  in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

This Special meeting of the Construction Industries Board, scheduled to begin at 1:30 p.m. on this 10th day of June, 2009, has been convened in accordance with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, Title 25, Sections 301 through 314.
Further, this meeting was preceded by an advance public notice that was sent to the Secretary of State by Computer specifying the time and place of the meeting here convened.

Notice of this meeting was given at least twenty-four (24) hours prior hereto and 48 people have filed a written request for notice of meetings of this public body to date.

Read aloud this 10th day of June 2009.

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS

Mr. Nathan Powell reported on Senate Bill 1182 which was signed into law by Governor Henry on Tuesday June 2.  It creates the Uniform Building Code Commission (UBCC) to be housed here at the Construction Industries Board.  The Board will consist of eleven members, nine of whom shall be appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate.  Members will be appointed for terms of (4) four years.  The remaining (2) two members of the Commission shall be the State Fire Marshal, or a designee, and an appointee of the Construction Industries Board. Much of the bill amends the provisions of the Plumbing, Electrical and Mechanical Licensing Acts amending the authority currently granted to their respective committees to establish the statewide minimum installation codes for their specific trades.  It treats similarly with the Fire Marshal’s office in removing the authority for code adoption as a minimum standard while preserving the authority for the agencies to exceed the minimum.  The Commission will charge fees for building permits and renewal of such permits issued by any state agency, municipality, or other political subdivision of this state which authorized work governed by codes within the purview of the Commission not to exceed $5.00 for issuance of permit, and not to exceed $5.00 for renewal of a permit.  The state agency, municipality or other political subdivision will remit the monies in the account on a monthly basis directly to the State Treasury for deposit in the Oklahoma Uniform Building Code Commission Revolving Fund.  The Commission is required, no later than August 15, 2009, to hire an Oklahoma Uniform Building Code Commission Chief Executive Officer.  
We had a very ambitious rulemaking agenda and all of our rules have been approved by the Governor and been through the Legislative review process.  They will be published in the Oklahoma Register on July 1 and become effective on July 11, 2009.  

The budget approval meeting is coming fast, and with the new fee structure, Mr. Powell plans to develop a boilerplate budget work program for the July meeting.

Mr. Powell has been working with staff on enforcement issues with a plan that we should be able to implement very soon and they include:
a. Public release of the names and violations of certain violators:
· Contracting without a license

· Journeymen contracting without a contractor license and working revoked or suspended.

b.   Collection system for unpaid judgments.

c.   Compliance with the requirement to display license numbers in advertising.

d.   Increased fines.

On July 1, 2009, we will begin accepting applications for the alarm endorsement for our electrical licensees and apprentices.  We have notice postcards going out to notify all electrical licensees about the new endorsement requirement.  

One issue that has been brought to our attention is the inadequacy of our licensing cards.  Now that some of our cards will represent a criminal background check and will be used for security purposes it is critical that we move to a more secure credentials for our licensees preferably one with a photograph.  We will evaluate our options.    
FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. Riley Shaull reported with one month to go in the fiscal year the agency has a $60,000 surplus, but the revenues are forecasted to run $120,000 short of what we budgeted for the year.  It is also forecasted that we will come in $109,000 under budget in expenditures.  The budget needs to be in place before the Board makes any expenditure for the FY2010 year.  The first expenditure that will need to be made is the payroll.  They will run the payroll around the 15th of the month.  
REPORTS
Plumbing Report:

Mr. Jim George reported his team is doing several inspections of state buildings, documenting for possible future financial support.  They are also inspections a lot of churches, schools, etc.  The pass/fail exam report was given and the first time passes for contractors were 63%.  137 new licenses were issued.  There have been citations in all three trades in Grove, Oklahoma.  
Mechanical Report:

Mr. Gary Kirk reported 87 applications to take the test and issued 77 new licenses processed.  They had 377 contacts, and worked several complaints.  Staff and PSI representatives are working on separating the refrigeration test out for the people who just want a license for refrigeration.    
Electrical Report:

Mr. Bert Wiens reported 132 applications for licensure.  Limited and residential contractors have 15/13 pass.  Unlimited Contractors test 54 passed.  75 Unlimited Journeymen passed.  Mr. Nutt said that there were 81 people on Craig’s List for Handyman that were including electrical and plumbing in their advertisements.  They were given 30 days to pull the ads when they will be issued a citation.

TEMP EMPLOYEES
We are facing a couple of issues with our clerical workload and one of those is the upcoming implementation of the alarm endorsement for the electrical licenses, and the SAVE program required under SB1804 to check applicants.  We have a substantial backlog with the SAVE program.  The information technology process was halted by OSF and they went out to the private sector to bid a statewide agency licensing system.  What that does is leave us the inability to move forward with any vendor we might choose, and leaves us with a continuing list of information technology issues that don’t fall into the contract that we have with GL Suite, or related to our website or management information we get out of our databases. Mr. Powell would like approval on an “as needed” basis for those temp employees.  
Mr. Rick Denny asked if this item could be considered at the next board meeting because of statute requirements.  The board has to make the final determination in hiring, but the board can authorize Mr. Powell to begin the process and bring it back to the board and they can confirm the placement of the positions that day.  The board must approve a particular person for employment.

IMPLEMENTATION OF PROVISIONS OF SB1182
Mr. Nathan Powell this agenda item was for the board to fulfill their obligation to appoint a designee for the OUBCC.  Mr. Rick Denny stated he would be concerned about having a board member on the board.  Under state law, you cannot hold two offices.  This is a separate commission as opposed to a hearing board or committee type scenario.  It draws on its revenue stream; hires its own employees; it owns its own equipment.  It is its own agency.  If the board wanted to put an administrator or anyone else in the agency it would be OK.  If you appointed the administrator, do it generically and not the administrator by name.  The Board would have to establish the criteria and set it up.  You might want to open this position up to some solicitation to gather some appointees and let them come to you and look at other people.
