CALL TO ORDER:
Larry Shea, Chairman, called the special meeting of the Construction Industries Board to order at 1:30 p.m.  in the Board Room at the Construction Industries Board, 2401 N.W. 23, Suite 5, Oklahoma City, OK.  73107

STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS

Mr. Nathan Powell gave the following report:

Alarm Endorsement

We’ve started receiving applications for the alarm endorsement for our electrical licensees and apprentices. We expect that to accelerate as we get closer to the September 28 deadline.  For the processing of the National Criminal History Record Check everything from our end is now in the hands of FBI. 

Each application submitted without disqualifying factors will entitle the applicant to a temporary credential that authorizes the applicant to continue to do alarm work pending the processing of their background check.  The credential will expire December 31 by which time we expect all of the applications to have been processed. We are also in the process of integrating the alarm endorsement into the automated system. 

Automated Licensing System

The State of Oklahoma is looking for licensing software that will allow state agencies to manage their testing, licensing, renewal, continuing education and compliance activities related to issuing various types of licenses. Our staff has been working with the team that is developing the Request for Proposal (RFP) for this new statewide system. Just yesterday we received what we think is the final round of questions before the RFP moves from the Office of State Finance development team to the Department of Central Services for the procurement process. We believe we are adequately staged to maintain our automated system until the status of the statewide system is resolved and we can make whatever transition is required. 

Marty Hanifin

We’re very pleased to have Marty Hanifin on board and want to welcome him. 

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. Riley Shaull stated the item to note on this months statement is that we came in $127,220 below our revenue and revenue was off about $35,000 as compared to last year.  We are still under budget about $50,000 on what we projected as revenue, but the good news is we are close to $130,000 under budget as far as expenditures.  We will still be paying FY09 expenditures through September.  

PLUMBING REPORT
Mr. Jim George reported the stats for his division for the month of June which included 376 licenses renewed and issued 10 citations.  The staff visited 227 job sites and investigated 35 complaints which were resolved, and made 35 inspections.   Mr. George said his staff are working with the code and are submitting 21 different code changes for the year 2012 at the national code committee for consideration.  
Mr. Ronnie Nutt asked if we received any or even an increase in the number of requests for requests for inspections on properties in the outlying areas during construction.   Mr. George replied that he had quite a few, but his staff does not have the time to do them.  What they are doing is inspecting state owned buildings, churches, and schools.  Mr. Nutt wanted Mr. George’s opinion what it would take to be able to provide residential customers of some type of inspection in the outlying areas.  We are getting a severe lambasting from legislators that are tired of be called for help because they cannot get it from us.  Mr. George stated it would take about (10) ten.  Mr. Shea said we established a fee system in the statute for inspections.   Mr. Powell stated we are working on a fee schedule for the next rules session.  In another area, in addition to the public works projects is that we continue to get an increasing number of calls on the residential properties where the vendor or the insurer is requiring a total inspection.  We do our best to refer them, help them out, or find someone who can help them.
MECHANICAL REPORT

Mr. Gary Kirk reported the stats for his division.  He stated that he spent two days with PSI going over some refrigeration exam questions for the test.  It should be changed around August or September.  The FY09 codes will be changed on all the tests.  PSI said Oklahoma was first in the nation to have this update.  Mr. Stanley will be retiring August 1, 2009.  Staff had 700 contacts with 23 citations given, 371 locations visited.   We received 69 new applications and we processed 60 new licenses.  People are able to take more than one test if it is in the same area.
ELECTRICAL REPORT

Mr. Bert Wiens reported the stats for his division.  Staff had 620 contacts which resulted in 12 citations.  Staff had 22 site inspections.  Staff sent 495 applications sent to PSI from January to June 2009.  We have been monitoring staffing agencies.

EMPLOYMENT OF TEMP POSITIONS
Mr. Nathan distributed a packet of resumes he reviewed as possible candidates for temp positions, if needed, during the year.  The contractor that we are working with now has a contract for $121 per hour for technical support.  We believe that Basel Kilani can help us with a majority of that without calling upon the contractor to do that work.  We want him to work on our data queries to draw information out of the system and to help up with our web site issues to get it up-to-date.   We have four potential temporary clerical employees who have been contacted by e-mail and have expressed interest in doing temporary part-time work.  We have a clerical employee who will be family leave for several weeks and we anticipate several thousand additional applications for the alarm endorsement between now and September.  We are also working on the SAVE program for non-citizens and run a background check.  Mr. Powell is asking the Board to approve the temporary employment of Basel Kilani for our information technology needs, and on a “as needed basis” the pool of clerical employees on a temporary, no benefits basis.
