DISCUSSION OF CEU’S

Mr. Jack Stewart stated he has questions regarding the CEU’s.  Mr. Stewart stated he was in despair about what is going to be going on with the 2009 code cycle.  Mr. Stewart stated there isn’t a lot information available, since the code books are not available yet.  Mr. Stewart stated he doesn’t know what classes the committee is going to look at and approve.  Mr. Stewart stated he noticed there are classes already approved.   Mr. Stewart asked if it was going to be on code updates or segments of the code, industry training, etc.

Mr. Kirk stated the committee approved rules which stated it would be on the emphasis of the code.  There was a clerical mistake made and this language will not be available for this legislature session.  
Mr. Denny stated what he believes happened is that on the notice of rulemaking intent the provision that dealt with the mechanical CEU’s was left off.  That means that it didn’t get published in the register for that rule change because the rulemaking procedures weren’t followed.   The adoption of the 2009 code has gone forward.  
Mr. Stewart asked what some of the items were that was approved.  Mr. Curtis stated one of the changes was that it was emphasizing the code and not just code updates.  Mr. Stewart stated he heard that the CEU’s could be done on the code and not just code update.      

Mr. Curtis stated the committee is going to have to go back to the previous rules.  Mr. Stewart stated he heard the committee has the right to approve any course brought before them.  Mr. Stewart stated he takes that to mean anything relevant to the industry.   
Mr. Kirk stated 158:50-9-7 outlines what the current rules are regarding the CEU’s.   Mr. Denny stated in 158:50-9-7 b.6. states courses shall be presented in one of the following formats: (a) six instructional hours presented in one day; (b) two sessions of three instructional hours each presented within a seven day period; (c) one session of two instructional hours for the purpose of presenting a manufacturer’s installation course; (d) an approved correspondence course; and (e) another format approved by the committee.  Mr. Stewart was advised the committee could approve the format in which the classes were presented for approval.
Mr. Denny stated language was changed last year to ‘emphasizing revisions of the code’.  Mr. Stewart asked if it is four hours emphasizing revisions to the code or code content.  
Mr. Denny stated the proposed changes for this year was to remove the emphasizing part and make it less of a requirement and changed the two hours to trade related information instead manufacturer’s instruction.    The way it stands now is two hours manufacturer’s training.  

Mr. Curtis stated the way the law currently reads is emphasizing revisions on the code and two hours of manufacturer’s training.  Mr. Denny stated the only change that was proposed this year was on the two hours of manufacturer’s training which was going to be changed to trade related information.

Mr. Denny asked if a licensee says they need to take a CEU course and they go to the CIB website are we putting on the website that the 2009 classes are contingent upon the 2009 code cycle.  Mr. Denny was advised this has not been done but it will be included and the website updated.
