UPDATE ON MECHANICAL ACTIVITY
Mr. Kirk discussed the mechanical activity for the months of May and June.  In May there was 367 journeyman licenses renewed, 235 contractor licenses renewed, 83 applications received, 68 applications sent to PSI and 54 new licenses processed.  In June there was 432 journeyman licenses renewed, 343 contractor licenses renewed, 83 applications received, 77 applications sent to PSI and 73 new licenses processed.  Mr. Kirk also discussed the enforcement contacts, etc and on the pass/fail statistics on the exams. 

CEU – OK CODES, INC. – 2012 CODE CYCLE 
Mr. Kirk stated the Uniform Building Codes Commission approves the codes.  It still has to go through legislature.    The course cannot be taught until the adoption of the new code.
