REQUEST FROM CENTRAL TEXAS COLLEGE TO BE GRANTED APPROVAL OF CURRICULM FOR 1000 HOUR EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

Mr. Powell stated this item was on the previous committee agenda and the committee was not able to determine that the hours were adequate.   Mr. Powell stated we have somebody ready to go to work and is ready to take the exam should this be approved.   Rather than ask them to wait for two months we decided to accommodate them by calling the Special Meeting.  Mr. Powell stated Mr. Kirk has looked at this and satisfied himself that there are a couple of programs represented that meet the requirements.
Mr. Kirk stated that last time they started reviewing the first page.   Mr. Kirk stated he spoke with the representative from Central Texas College and on the second page there is a program that has an Associates Degree.   The Associates Degree has a total of 68 total hours and when he figured it out this was over the number of hours required.   Mr. Kirk stated the program that has 48 hours; this comes out to 1,052 hours.   Mr. Kirk stated the internship would not have to be used to qualify them for the hours.

Mr. Kirk stated both of the programs would apply.  Mr. Kirk stated it is the same programs that were approved for Paris Junior College.
