DISCUSSION WITH POSSIBLE VOTE ON EMERGENCY RULES:

158:40-5-1, 158:40-5-2; 158:40-5-3; 158:40-9-3

Ms. Patricia Schweitzer advised the committee about SB 26 and HB 1054.  HB 1054 and SB 26 both dealt with the deletion of the Electrical Licensing Act from the Alarm  & Locksmith Industry Act.  The bills are both dormant at this time.  Ms. Schweitzer presented the board with possible emergency rules.  If voted and approved, the emergency rules would take the same action as SB 26 and HB 1054 would have. Ms. Schweitzer presented additions to 158:40-5-1; 158:40-5-2; 158:40-5-3; 158:40-9-3.  The additions are as follows:

Ms. Schweitzer visited with the board about determining the cost they wish to impose for an initial issuance and for renewals.  The reference to 74 O.S.§150.9 states that the background checks will be done by the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation. She advised that the OSBI background check that is required will come at a cost of $41.00 to the Construction Industries Board (CIB).  The $41.00 fee will be a one time fee.  Once you are put into the system, they have a wrap around system that notifies the CIB of any change in status.  A change would be the conviction of a felony or being charged with a felony.

The electrical field investigators will begin the enforcement of the rules once they are adopted.  The Health Department does check licenses for alarms and locksmiths.  In the event they found an electrician who did not have an alarm endorsement, they would contact the Electrical field investigator and notify them.  It is not the intention of the Alarm Division to enforce the Electrical Licensing Act.

The people who come from other states will still have to have a background check from OSBI even if they may have had one from an agency in the other state.  It would be a benefit for everyone involved.

The committee also wanted to make sure they recovered administrative cost as well as the background check cost.  It should not be a costly experience for the contractors, but we need to recover our cost.

The CIB will get the report the back from OSBI with any change in someone’s status and we would at that time notify the license holder.  The legal counsel for CIB would have to look into the legality of the ability to notify the contractor. 

Mr. Paul Conrady of Edmund Securities was present representing the Alarm Industry.  He stated that the Alarm Committee would review a persons background check and possible waive prior felony convictions.  An example of this would be a person convicted of a felony for running over street signs.  A person with that type of felony does not pose a threat to the instillation of alarms. 
The administration suggested a $60.00 initial issuance fee and a $20.00 renewal permit fee.  Mr. Johnny McCharen suggested $75.00 and $25.00.  Mr. Jimmy Montieth felt that was too high.  In the case of a journeyman you would be talking about a total renewal of $75.00.  A $50.00 journeyman renewal and a $25.00 alarm renewal fee.  Mr. Monteith felt was a burden to a journeyman.  Mr. Montieth felt like $15.00 or $20.00 was plenty.  Mr. McCharen felt like administrative cost were going to go up and it was better to start too high and lower the fees later, than start too low and then have to raise the fees later.  The only factor we have to look at is the $41.00 OSBI fee.  We can’t truly judge what the administrative cost is going to be.  Mr. Montieth felt it was just like any other renewal and all that has to be done is to mail a renewal and print a card.
