JANUARY 17TH CORRESPONDENCE  TO JOHN STAIRES

Mr. John Staires, Education Director of the International Association of Electrical Inspectors, address the committee regarding a letter that he had received from the Electrical Committee.   The letter was sent to Mr. Staires regarding a class that he had held on 11/12006 & 11/2/2006.  He had the class approved to teach changes to the 2005 Code, however he taught changes to the 2008 code.  Mr. Staires wanted to discuss this letter and advise the committee what had gone on at the class.   Mr. Staires stated that there was a misunderstanding on his part of the rules and regulations.  He read the rules to mean that he could teach any changes to the currently adopted code. He did not read that to mean changes from 2003 to 2005 code.  He thought that he could tech changes from 2005 to 2008 code.   He has received some complaints from inspectors in the state about the content of the seminars.  In most cases they present the exact same course material and format at every meeting.  They have code questions and we have a code panel that answers them.  He had complaints about that, so he was just trying to do something a little different.  He stated that any violation to the rules and regulations, on his part, was purely inadvertent.  There was no intent on his part to subvert the authority of this committee.  Mr. Staires read from the letter “Your actions not only damage the reputation of this agency and its committees but also the long-standing reputation of the IAEI”. Mr. Staires said that if this was true, he was standing there today before the committee to offer an apologize because it was not his intent by putting that course content on.  As far as damaging the long-standing reputation of the IAEI, he plans to bring this up at the April 11th, 2006 meeting and if they feel this is true that he plans to tender his resignation as the Education Director of the IAEI chapter.
Mr. Henry Parsons stated he felt the problem was, the content that was presented was proposed changes and not the actual changes. The proposals have not been approved or published; we are talking about “what could have been”.  The board felt like they were misled when the class was approved for 2005 changes.
Mr. Staires said that the problem was based on his misunderstand of the rules and regulations.  However, you get to a point where once I have put that class together that it’s too late to change it.  It takes 6-8 weeks to put one of these presentations together and once I send it out to my panel members, it is basically set in stone.  Mr. Staires stated he could not change the course in one or two days.  Mr. Staires stated that he was basically backed into a corner, once I found out that what I was going to be putting on was not really what you had in mind.  It won’t be happening again based on the simple fact, that if I’ve damaged the reputation of the IAEI then I plan to tender my resignation.
Ms. Patricia Schweitzer stated that she felt the letter was discussion that the committee and staff has always felt that what you and IAEI taught has been a quality class.  I think they were just taken aback that it was the educational Director of the IAEI that offered a 2008 proposal class.  She stated she felt the letter was concerning what the CIB and Electrical Committee has always felt the IAEI stood for.  

Mr. Staires stated that would not be a problem in the future, “because I plan to tender my resignation to the IAEI, if I have in fact damaged the reputation of the IAEI, then that is what I deserve”

Ms. Schweitzer stated she felt the reputation could be repaired.

Mr. Staires stated he just wanted to come here and explain why he did what he did and ensure the committee that it would not happen again.  I have been in good standing with this committee in the past and I did not want to have any type of misunderstanding or disagreement with the board that would affect that.

Mr. Hutmacher stated that he had the opportunity to attend several of the IAEI meetings over the years and he thought they were very educational.  However, it was a question weather they were teaching the changes to the code as opposed to just code itself.  

Mr. Staires stated that it was impossible to separate the two.  When you are talking about the present code, you have to talk about how it got there, where it came from and what it might be in the future.  We try to give you all the information we have.
Mr. Hutmacher asked when Mr. Staires was teaching as an individual did he teach changes

Mr. Staires said he teaches 100% changes, he uses the 2005 Analysis of Changes to the NEC.

Mr. Parsons stated that the people who sit on the panels are the ones who write the code.

Mr. Hutmacher didn’t feel that as many hours as they were teaching that there was any problem in getting your 6 in on code change.  However, if we raise our CEU requirement, than this is going to have to be something we look into.
