Ms. Schweitzer pointed out that 158:40-5-4(b) states (b)    The Electrical Contractor State License Number must be displayed on all advertising, contracts, and bids.  However, the words advertising was to not specific.  Jesse DeGeare advised that this had recently been addressed by the plumbing committee as a problem had arisen there.
Ms. Schweitzer provided the wording to which plumbing had amended their rule:  Advertising for the purposes of this section shall not include uniforms or promotional items including but not limited to pens, pencils, key chains, tape measures, and the like.
