DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE VOTE ON CHANGING LANGUAGE  TO SUPPORT REMOVAL OF THE HOME INSPECTORS EXEMPTIONS.
Mr. Powell discussed at a previous meeting past agenda items were brought to the Home Inspectors Board to approve recommended language for Senate Bill 645. That agenda item was quite explicit about the language in the bill to give Senator Gumm.  Since that committee action, there has been a meeting of the Engineers Board, which Mr. Powell attended. That committee did, in fact, discuss the question on whether or not engineers should be exempt from the Home Inspectors Act. The minutes from the Engineers Board Meeting have not been approved, nor the specific language of the agenda, but they did vote unanimously that engineers should not be exempt from the Home Inspector Act. The Home Inspector’s Committee has taken action with endorsing explicit language that essentially acknowledges the exemption, but sets a standard of performance for engineers conducting Home Inspections. Mr. Powell explained that he is seeking the guidance from this committee, whether or not to embrace the Engineer Board suggestions, which is essentially the complete removal of the exemption for engineers from the Home Inspectors Act. Discussion followed to include the exemption of architects which Mr. Powell told the committee is a separate issue. Mr. Powell will be attending the Architects Board meeting the next day and would anticipate that the Architects Board would see this issue differently then the Engineers Board.  Further discussion was to remove the exemptions completely from the Act, and if you’re an engineer or not, and conduct a home inspection you are subject to the Home Inspectors Act, which requires you to be licensed. Mr. Talley, Mr. Van Gordon and Mr. Cullison discussed their views on architects vs engineers, and if they are to keep architects as capable of performing Home Inspections, they must comply with the Home Inspectors rules and be licensed.  Mr. Powell and Mr. Labrake have agreed to attend the architect’s board meeting on February 4, 2009.  Fred Ayers, of ORCIA is of the position that anyone performing home inspections should be licensed, no exemptions. Charlie Rupprecht reported that his opinion is that architects don’t know about plumbing, mechanical or electrical, and usually call in a licensed person. Darrell Covington stated that architects and engineers should be licensed through Home Inspectors Act.   
A motion was made by Ron Van Gordon SECONDED BY JOHN JONES TO REMOVE ITEM NUMBER THREE IN THE SENATE BILL 645.  AND WITH ITEM NUMBER 2, WILL BE CONTIGENT,  DEPENDING ON  AFTER THE MEETING WITH THE ARCHITECTS BOARD TOMORROW, DETERMINING ON WHETHER THEY ARE FOR OR AGAINST LICENSING, IF THEY ARE FOR LICENSING TO REMOVE THAT ITEM, IF THEY ARE AGAINST LICENSING LEAVE IT IN  AS IT HAS BEEN AMMENDED TO ADDRESS THE RULES AND STANDARDS.

INTRODUCTION OF MR. RICHARD HAGER, HOME INSPECTOR COMMITTEE COMPLAINT INSPECTOR.
Mr. Powell introduced Mr. Hager and explained that complaints on Home Inspectors will be handed over to Mr. Richard Hager, who is a Mechanical Investigator with Construction Industries Board. Mr. Hager stated that he been with the Construction Industries Board for 5 years, and in the construction trade for over 25 years.  Prodigal for handling complaints will be that once a complaint has been received by the Construction Industries Board, Mr. Powell and Mr. Denny will evaluate those for very basic jurisdictional issues, then they will bring those to the Home Inspectors Committee for assignment, and once those have been assigned, Mr. Powell, Mr. Denny and Mr. Hager will move them forward in the process.  The inspector will be notified upon having a complaint filed against them from Mr. Hager in the form of a phone call, with a request to have the inspector submit a written statement. Mr. Denny recommends jurisdiction is determined first, before the inspector has to respond to allegations that may not be valid.  The committee will ultimately make the decision on all complaints.
