DISCUSSION CIB POLICY RE: PARTIAL OR LIMITED INSPECTIONS

Mr. LaBrake discussed the issue that in the eastern part of the state, less then a Home Inspection is being performed by inspectors; only partial inspections are being done. Consumers are not aware that only partial inspections are being done. Inspectors are not listing in their reports that they are not inspecting everything they’re supposed to. Mr. LaBrake recommends having the client signature on these reports, so that the client understands and accepts that they are receiving a partial inspection and not a home inspection. Consumers are not aware that major areas of the inspection are being left out. Further discussion on that the fee is different, and that the real estate community thinks that Home Inspectors are not qualified to do the structural components of the inspection, thus pushing that process to the engineers. EMP or Electrical, Mechanical and Plumbing “mini” inspections are being done by Home Inspectors. Mr. Powell explained that the policy states that an inspection that does not include the full range of identified items, would need to be documented and signed off by the consumer. Mr. Van Gordon explained that consumers are not asking for a Home Inspection, they are asking for an EMP and you do not need to be licensed to do a partial inspection. Mr. LaBrake ‘s concern is that, by law, if a licensed  inspector does an EMP, he must list on that report what items he  did not look at and why. Mr. Denny explained that in the new rules there are requirements in two places that if a licensee does anything other then a full inspection, he must document that and the reasons why. The other being that the consumer must sign the contract, thus acknowledging the specifics of the inspection. It was discussed that if home inspectors are signing off with their license number on EMP’s then they are responsible to list what they are not inspecting. The new rules will help the consumer understand exactly what is being inspected, and what is not, by requiring their signature. Mr. Powell made a commitment that the CIB will notify licensee, post the new rules and provide the Real Estate Commission with the new rules. 
DISCUSSION REGARDING REAL ESTATE PUBLICATIONS

Mr. Ayers discussed that the Real Estate Commissions pamphlet is misleading, calling it a “short cut to closing”, misrepresenting what a Home Inspection is. The perception is that the buyer can use anyone he deems qualified to complete a home inspection. Mr. Ayers explained that a “great amount of confusion exists surrounding what a home inspection actually is and what are the components of the inspection. The consumer is in many situations, not advised properly prior to the inspection what the Oklahoma Statute minimum inspection includes.” “ORCIA would like to make the recommendation that the Examiner Committee endorse and promulgate the attached forms. The promulgation of these forms will insure home inspectors advise their clients of the Oklahoma minimum systems and components, thereby removing any doubt.” Mr. Jones suggests that the contract is being misinterpreted; the home owner is given items that can be inspected and    should beware saying that if the buyer has any concerns; they have 10 days of signing the contract, to walk. The intent is not to bring the Home Inspection Industry into that contract. Mr. LaBrake discussed that the Real Estate Commission does a good job explaining that consumers should be careful of who is doing the inspection and that they should be licensed. Mr. Van Gordon praised ORCIA for doing a great job with its membership; telling them what Home Inspectors need to be doing as ORCIA members, following the standards and educating the consumer, to doing quality inspections. Consensus is that the real estate community needs to be educated on the standards of the Home Inspection Rules and Statutes; however it will be easier to require the Home Inspectors to get the consumer signature then to educate 20,000+ realtors. 
Public Comments
Beverly Rousey from Tulsa Tech inquired regarding Providers being notified of changes to the Pre-Licensing and Continue Education Classes, required hours that will be changing. 
Mr. Dale Lewis; Home Inspector stated that if you educate the Real Estate Brokers, they can in turn educate the realtors, who can inform the consumers correctly.
Rusty Hartsell informed the committee that he would not be attending the July or August Board meetings. 
Rod Van Gordon announced that this was his last meeting and introduced Jim Gendill as his replacement.
