She has one daughter that is being raised by her mother. She has a brother and sister-in-law that both hold Home Inspector Licenses’, along with her mother too. Mr. Jack Warner spoke on Ms. Phillips behalf, stating that she has been shadowing other inspectors on Saturday, is a very pleasant person and will be employed by him. Mr. Gendill expressed that his concern is in the public’s safety when deciding to approve an applicant who has been convicted of a drug felony. Stating that there are hazards and safety issues during an Inspection and that the person must have the ability to make the right decisions, to ensure the inspection is done right and with the public’s safety in mind.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Mr. Ayers questioned the effective dates of the New Rules and Regulations. Mr. Denny explained that the Rules are affective July 1, 2009. Statutes are affective November 1, 2009. Other questions with regards to continuing education will be addressed at the next Board Meeting. Mr. Ayres asked for a 30 day grace period for individuals to complete their continuing education, when renewing their license. 
Mr. Farhar inquired about his license that he renewed, and has not yet received. Joanne Bohn will look into his license. Also, an audience member complained about the durability of the new licenses, Mr. Hagar added that the CIB Board is looking into other types.
Mr. Jack Warner talked about the issues with bad electrical breaker panels; Zinsco Federal Pacific and Sylvania. Home Inspectors are being told by electricians that they look fine, yet in an overload situation, they are melted and burned. Mr. Van Gordon stated that in order to determine if the panel is defective, the electrician must disassemble the panel. Mr. Denny reminded the board that they cannot give out any recommendations, 

and suggested that this be placed as an agenda item on for the next board meeting.
