COMPLAINT AGAINST C. RUPPRECHT

Denver Talley turned the meeting over to Administrative Law Judge James Slaton. Mr. Slaton asked for Mr. Rupprecht, who was not in attendance, Mr. Slaton determined that good service was made. Mr. Slaton asked the Board if they wanted to make a motion to take a default, since Mr. Rupprecht’s failure to appear. Mr. Denny explained that the CIB would not make a recommendation as to default, just because of how the committee operates.  

The committee would need to hear evidence from the investigator’s report as to determining a fine amount or whether to impose any fine at all. It was discussed that neither complainant nor accused was in attendance. Mr. Richard Hager was sworn in and gave a brief explanation of the complaint filed against Mr. Rupprecht, and his findings. Numerous allegations were filed, only one was in violation of the Home Inspector’s Act. That violation being, the installation of the propane line. Mr. Denny explained that he had received notice that the home owner that filed this complaint was involved in an automobile accident this morning. Mr. Denny recommended that this complaint be heard and rescheduled for the next month, due to the circumstances. DISCUSSION ON BREAKER PANELS
Mr. Denny made the recommendation to Mr. Powell that breaker panels be discussed after the last board meeting when it was brought up under New Business. 
Mr. Powell acknowledged that he is unqualified to talk about breaker panels and invited any board member to discuss it. Mr. Ayers spoke about three particular panels and offered to do a demonstration on how to remove breaker panels. Mr. LaBrake explained that there are two breaker panels manufactured that are problematic and all home inspectors should defer those to a licensed electrician. 
DISCUSSION ON CHANGES IN EDUCATION AND CONTINUING EDUCATION

Mr. Powell discussed the changes to take place as of November 1, 2009 with regards to the Pre-Licensing and CEU class hours. To clarify: anyone attending a  50 hour pre licensing class prior to November 1st must make application for their license prior to November 1st, or they will be required to take an additional 40 hour class. Anyone renewing their license that expires within the month of November would be allowed to attend a 5 hour CE class conducted prior to November 1st.  Further, all providers will need to submit a 90 hour course syllabus. A comprehensive mailing will be sent to all Home Inspector Licensee and to all the course providers detailing the new changes. 
DISCUSSION OF POTENTIAL CHANGES IN OKLAHOMA REAL ESTATE UNIFORM CONTRACT OF SALE

Mr. Powell discussed the provision received and inquiry from the Real Estate Commissions asking for input with respect to the contents of their standard contract and associated pamphlet. Mr. Powell expressed that he felt satisfied with the language used. Mr. Jones presented to the Real Estate’s Contracts Committee the recommendations and the Contracts Committee whole heartily accepted the recommendations, which immediately went to print the next day. Mr. Powell expressed that he hopes the changes will improve the status of what the public needs.
