PROPOSED STATUE CHANGES SPONSORED BY SENATOR GUMM
Mr. Powell discussed the potential changes to the Home Inspectors Licensing Act 59;858-621-858-634 as proposed by Senator Gumm, that the Committee Of Home Inspectors has taken endorsement action on.  The items are; Increasing education hours from 50 to 90, Increasing Continuing Education hours required from 5 to 8 hours, Eliminating the “Grandfather” provision Act and Requiring Architects and Engineers who perform home inspections without a license to do so in compliance with Home Inspectors standard of practice. Mr. Powell and Mr. Denny were asked to review the language of the Bill presented.

Applicant with Prior Felony Conviction, James T. Howell
Mr. Howell stated to the Committee that he was a Home Builder, his business had failed, and he didn’t manage the company properly, that he had cash flow problems and began to float checks between bank accounts, waiting for closings to take place, a time came when the market slowed, his partners tried to raise additional equities, but were unsuccessful, eventually one of the banks closed his account, which caused a large overdraft. This was reported to the authorities and eventually he was under investigation for bank fraud.  Mr. Howell pled guilty to a single count of Bank Fraud. The sentence was 6 months minimum security at El Reno and Supervised release for one year. 
Mr. Denny discussed the legal interpretation of “Good Moral Character” and stated that there is no set precedent for deciding on a felony applicant.  It was discussed that each applicant applying for a Home Inspector License would be reviewed on a case by case basis.  The board discussed and agreed that previous applications were not approved while still serving probation. Mr. Howell was encouraged to complete the required training and testing, and his application would be approved upon completion of probation.
