LEGISLATIVE REPORT
Ms. Patricia Schweitzer stated Senate Bill 45 which covers all administrative items for the Construction Industries Board has passed out of the Senate and is going to the House Committee.  Senate Bill 400 by Senator Brogden is being monitored.  The Construction Industries Board neither supports nor opposes this bill.  This bill substitutes permitting fees for the registration fees in the State.    The bill that affected mechanical is Senate Bill 692 by Senator Laughlin.  This bill is called the mechanical apprentice by cell phone bill.  This one did not get a hearing in committee and therefore remains dormant.   There were a couple of issues with electrical and alarms.  These have been resolved.  House Bill 1054 and Senate Bill 26, both of these are dead at this point based upon agreements between the electricians and alarms.  The residential and commercial contractor bills were introduced in Senate Bills 641 and 642.  However, they were sent to rules.  They may appear next session.  Residential is working on garnishing support, unsure on where commercial stands.  Senate Bill 401 by Senator Brogden which deals with the code work didn’t make it out of committee.   House Bill 1676 is still alive.  It deals strictly with plumbing; however, during the recitation in the committee they indicated that the reason for filing the bill was to address a shortage in the trade.  He indicated at that time that he would also like to perhaps expand that to electrical and mechanical trade.  He is interested in addressing the lack of tradesman in his area in all three trades.
Mr. Curtis asked if House Bill 692 could come back this year?  Ms. Schweitzer stated she isn’t sure at this point whether it is dormant or dead.  Mr. West stated the Senate author of that bill is the Senate writer on House Bill 1676.  When it goes to the House floor if he is going to make any moves on that bill, we would look for a house floor amendment or possibly wait until it gets to the Senate.  It needs to be watched real close.  Ms. Schweitzer stated she would anticipate a committee amendment or a senate amendment.  She doesn’t think there will be a change on the house floor.
