LICENSE FEE REDUCTION FOR INDIVIDUALS 65 YEARS & OLDER
Mrs. Schweitzer distributed to each of the committee members information sheets of the projected revenue of the plumbing revolving fund. Mrs. Schweitzer stated this issue was brought up by a member of the Construction Industries Board (CIB) at their meeting; the consideration is to change the license fee for all individuals who are 65 years old and older to a zero amount. 
Mr. West stated there has been no decision until all committees had the chance to review and then he would send their decisions to the Construction Industries Board. 
Mrs. Schweitzer stated if the Plumbing program or any one of the programs fail to make their budget then we have used money from the other revolving funds to prop up that program, but that can only go on for so long then we would need to seek appropriations from the Legislation to continue. Mr. West stated or we would have to severely cut back administration of that program. 

Mr. Carl Phillips stated to the committee that he opposes this idea. He believes this would create problems. Mr. Phillips also stated his biggest concern is that we require the contractor to be in charge of and responsible for work being done. What Mr. Phillips can see happening is, we will have a contractor who has held a license for years but won’t have to pay for it now and then the company will be run by somebody else while the contractor is virtually retired, but still holds the contractor license and he not in charge of or responsible for that work that is being performed. 

Mr. Fitch stated he feels in the industry himself personally felt it would be a catastrophe to even consider something like this, he is totally against this!

Mr. George stated if an individual is going to be active in the plumbing trade then he needs to pay for his license to keep a level work field.

VERIFICATION OF LAWFUL PRESENCE

Mr. Davis stated in response to federal legislation that says a state can’t give public benefits to anyone who is not legally present in the United States. Mr. Davis states that a public benefit includes a professional license or registration. So, our licenses fall under that. Mr. Davis states that we need to require every licensed individual to show proof that he is lawfully present in the United States. 
Mr. Davis states it would be a simple form or affidavit for them to fill out with questions like: Are you a citizen? Yes or No; Are you legally present? Yes or No. Then they would have show us documentation that they are. 

Mr. Fitch asked how did this come about? Mr. Davis stated we had received several applications where they put bad numbers, or somebody else’s number or a core of numbers they would rotate through for their new apprentices. Mr. West stated this would be done either through a mass mailing of every license holder we currently have or include with their renewals.
Mr. George asked what kind of documentation is required? Mr. Davis states there is list of what is accepted. Mrs. Schweitzer stated a birth certificate, or their green card. Mr. Fitch asked if this is something that has to be done or should be done? Mr. West answered we have no choice, it is a federal mandate. Mr. Eddy asked if the documentation has to be on file? Mr. West answered we have to prove that we did at least ask the question and get proof from the individual. Mrs. Schweitzer stated once proof has been tendered then that would be it we wouldn’t need to keep asking for proof.

Mr. West stated this is for items this committee would like for the Chairman, who will represent this licensing area at the CIB retreat, so you would convey those items to him and would place them on the CIB agenda for consideration. Ms. Britt stated as board members you have a better access to the public and what their concerns are. 
Mr. Butler stated that we would keep this agenda item on next few meeting agenda’s and make a list to submit to the CIB.
