Mr. Powell also explained the Fine Schedule was to increase the fines to the maximum amount allowed by Statute.

LICENSE AND REGISTRATION FEES AND DURATION OF LICENSES

158:30-9-2. Fee schedule for contractors, journeymen, and apprentices [AMENDED]

Mr. Powell stated there is a copy of his Administrator’s report to the December 29th CIB meeting in the committee’s packet. This is where he laid out the situation that the CIB is facing with respect to revenue. Mr. Powell stated he talked about increasing the fines is to increase deterrence not increase revenue. The fee increase would be to raise revenue for the agency. Mr. Powell referred to the chart that says fees projections; this chart was produced back in October. The projections he made for 2010 and 2011 are probably not accurate due to the economy. 

Mr. Powell stated the proposed fee increases are projected to raise somewhere around three quarters of a million dollars on an annual basis, but he is not optimistic that they would do that. 

Mr. Powell stated the fine increases have been moved up to the statutory limits but that is not the case on the fee increases. The fee increases are well within the statutory limits and are very modest.

Mr. Powell stated when he went back and looked at the history of the adoption of codes one of the things he discovered was a number of occasions those codes had been adopted on an emergency basis which was typically done in the spring. The practical effect of doing that is that the code goes into effect at that time before the regular rulemaking cycle when there is not an opportunity to make comments. Now the CIB wants to make sure no code is adopted by the agency prior to the time there was an opportunity to review and make comments.

Mr. Powell stated the codes being adopted this cycle are the International Plumbing Code and the International Fuel Gas Code and just because these codes are in the rulemaking agency does not mean the agency will be required to adopt them. The CIB will hear comments and another option would be to decline to adopt these codes at this time and take up this set of codes in the next rulemaking cycle and this would give the industry a full year to review the codes.
Mr. Powell explained that the language on the birth date renewal has been removed from the rules in order to clean up the language.
