2007 PROPOSED LEGISLATIVE CHANGES

Mrs. Schweitzer stated the proposed rule change on continuing education is to add advertisement of the course and whether the instructor receives credit for teaching the class. It will not change what is in the statute now; it will make it more concise on what providers can give, or what the provider has to do to get the class approved. One of the items is when an individual takes an exam during the code year they don’t have to take the continuing education for that code year. 

Mr. Fitch asked if that is why we are requiring the providers maintain sign-in sheets for a period of two years. Mrs. Schweitzer answered one of the reason is because one of the providers lost all his sign-in sheets before they were sent to us. Mr. Fitch stated since the code cycle is three years shouldn’t we keep them for three years. Mr. Schweitzer stated the individuals are required to take continuing education within one year of adoption of the code, so that is why we put the providers to maintain sign-in sheets for a period of two years.
