LEGISLATION AND OR REGULATIONS
Mrs. Schweitzer stated there are two bills by Senator Brogden which exempts the contractor, journeyman and apprentices from city registrations, but she has not seen those come out of Committee. On the cities required to adopt building codes by the Construction Industries Board (CIB) that has come out of Committee and the title was stricken. The state licensing for residential home builders by Representative Cooksey, she has withdrawn that bill because we have Senate Bill 1869 by Senator Coates and that is creating the Oklahoma Contractors Licensing Task Force, this will bring together all the general contractors, home builders, CIB, Senators, Representatives and staff to discuss if it would be feasible to license those individuals. There is no language on it at this time.
Mrs. Schweitzer also stated HB 2379 by Representative Wilt, exempts refineries from the Electrical and Mechanical licensing acts. Mrs. Schweitzer gave each Committee member a preliminary overview of the meeting that Mr. Boyd West, Mrs. Schweitzer, Mr. Mike Liston, Mr. Larry Shea and three individuals from Conoco Phillips on February 21, 2006 to hash out a few changes in the rules that would make them withdraw the bill. This is what we want because it can exempt any portion of our acts from the refineries and that would be an open door for them to exempt more. 

Mrs. Schweitzer stated in order to keep these things uniform in all the licensing acts there are a couple of changes in 158:30-5-1. (b) Journeyman plumber. (1) To engage in the act of plumbing, a journeyman plumber must be employed or supervised by a licensed plumbing contractor. And in 158:30-9-1.(i) Applicants for the journeyman examination must be eighteen (18) years of age or older and have either (1) three (3) years experience in the plumbing trade or (2) a verifiable out-of-state plumbing license. This is something that is being considered by the Construction Industries Board at their meeting next Wednesday March 8, 2006. If any of you have any concerns please contact one of the CIB board members to let them know what your concerns are or attend the meeting.
Mr. Bruce Stokke stated on SB 1041 is not going to be presented in Committee this year, SB 1043 passed the Committee but Oklahoma Press or the Oklahoma Publication Association, one of those two has a problem with that bill because it doesn’t have written in the language that the only time you don’t have to publish the entire code is under emergency clause. That way it is written if you adopt a code you can only publish excerpts of it.

Mr. George handed each committee member a copy from ICC’s website the changes in the 2006 IPC from the 2003 IPC and briefly outlined the major changes with the Committee.
