CIB PUBLIC MEETINGS: 

Mr. George gave the Committee a brief update of CIB’s public meetings that were held in February. Mr. George stated the comments from those meetings were mainly that these meetings were poorly advertised and concerns of increase of fees. Mr. George stated that he felt Mr. Nathan Powell did an excellent job and it is important for this agency to hold these types of meetings to let the public know what we are doing.
Mr. Fitch stated the meetings he attended the comment he heard the most was that the apprenticeship registration needed to be looked at.
GAS PIPING ON A PLUMBING PERMIT:
Mr. Eddy stated the City of Tulsa plumbing inspectors took gas piping back in their plumbing inspections about 6 months ago, the gas piping inspection had been being done by mechanical inspectors. Mr. Eddy stated his question is can plumbing licensed inspectors inspect gas piping.

Mr. Fitch stated he was the Mechanical Licensing Act board for 2 years when we passed the Mechanical Licensing Act, this came up and at that time the mechanical people wanted it because they felt like it was in theirs. It was a general agreement that all the gas piping is done by plumbers. The mechanical changes the unit out and unhook the gas and hook it back up. 
Mr. Denny stated this question has been before the Inspectors Examining Committee and he asked Mr. Stokke to comment. Mr. Stokke stated the Inspectors Committee did not take any action on, but they feel that plumbing inspectors should be able to inspect gas piping. Mr. Stokke stated his personal opinion on this is that if you are a plumber you don’t have a choice if you want to be a gas fitter or not, it is included in the test. But the mechanical has a choice; they can choose to take the gas piping exam. The state law requires a plumbing inspector in a municipality over 10,000 must have 3 years experience as a plumber; there is no state law that requires any experience in the mechanical trade to be a mechanical inspector.

Mr. Butler stated the Plumbing Committee is in agreement that gas piping inspections should be done by a licensed plumbing inspector.
