SENATE BILL 45
Mr. George stated the Governor signed SB 45 in March which is “clean-up” language that allows us to charge a fee to collect on dishonored checks. It also establishes a minimum standard for plumbing installation to be a recognized national code, establishes that the last day of the month is the birth month for license expiration. Military service has one year from the date of discharge to renew their license without penalty. It adds the word “registration” when we are revoking a registration or a license. The Administrative Hearings on suspensions, revocations or fines shall be conducted by a hearing board appointed by the Construction Industries Board and their decision will final but could be appealed to a district court. 
Mr. George stated we will writing emergency rules for all of these since this goes into effect November 1, 2008.
Mr. Denny stated the main changes on the continuing education are the limitation of 6 hours is deleted, so in your rule making you can set the hours to what you want them to be, you can increase them or reduce them. Also you are not tied to the code revisions or the most current version. You can use your rules to make the approved content what you deem is necessary to be for the tradesmen.
