LEGISLATION AND OR REGULATIONS
Mrs. Schweitzer stated the Refinery Bill 2379 is now attached to a Landscaping Bill, 2810, which is a Refinery revitalization act is going to conference. Our contractor licensing task force failed, it did not receive any attention from the House, and however there is consideration to do an interim study with the House. 
SEPTIC TANK INSTALLERS IN REGARD TO INSTALLING BUILDING SEWER TO THE SEPTIC TANK
Mr. George stated he had recently met with DEQ (Department of Environmental Quality) concerning this and have reached a tentative agreement pending approval from this Committee. The definition we agreed upon is “A distance from the house to the septic tank of the joint pipe, which we considered PVC to be a joint, which is 20 foot. That installer that is installing the tank could make that connection. Anything beyond that would be considered plumbing and would have to be done be a licensed plumber”. The reason this was discussed is because one of our field investigators in the eastern part of the state, a guy had installed the building sewer and had come out one side of the house and went all the way around it and went over and did some more stuff and picked up some other lines. Then finally he got it to the septic tank. 
Mrs. Schweitzer stated we would need to address this in the Plumbing Rules. Mr. Eddy stated he didn’t see any problem as long they are not running pipe all the way around the building.
